God's work is perfect. (eutervnoiuy xaasl
Man originally was perfect, in the Crea-
tor's likeness. Disobedignce broughit upon man
not a penalty ef eternal torment, but a death
penalty—*‘Dying, thou shalt die.” *‘The wages
of sin is death,” For six thousand years the
world has been undergoing this sentence. Cut
off from fellowship with God, iman has de-
graded himself. Satan has econtributed to this
reign of Sin and Death by deceiving mans
kind, fostering errors, misrepresenting God,

etg,

God has the situation fully in bhand. He
purposed to permit both angels and men 1o
see one gredt illustration of the effect of sin,
leading on to disease and death, mental, moral
and physical. He has gracious purposes for
men. Their experiences with. sin and death
afford opportunity of learning valuable les-
sons, profitable for eternity, Their first trial
as to worthiness of eteynal life or of everlast-
ing death was through one n, whose dis-
obedience brought the death penalty.

As a basis for man's recovery, Jesus dled
for man’'s sin—not to get mankind out of
eternal torment nor to keep them from ete
torment or Purgatory, but to save them from
extinction, “that whosover believeth in Him
might not perish.”
