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HAMILTON, May 4—(Special.)—

was to employ male teachers as prin­
cipals. Notwithstanding tills policy 
it was discovered that four lady teach­
ers already occupy positions as prin­
cipals. and It was decided to consider 
Miss Hendry's application later along 
with others which are expected as the 
result of advertising for principals.
