St. Petersburg, Oct. 24.—The govern-
ment resumed railroad service on a few
roada to-day, but under great aiffi-
culties, The decision of the raflroad
men to-night to declare a general strike
has complicated the problém. Trains
left for Moscow to-day over the
Nicholai road, but the passengers were
notified that communication was guar-
anteed only to Tver.

At a meeting of eight thousand rail-
way men to-night, it was decided to
call a strike on all the railways operat-
ing with St. Petersburg, beginning to-
morrow. It was aiso decided at the
meeting to send deputations to Prince
H , minister of railways, and Count
Witté, president of the committee  of

ministers and present to them addresses
demanding political reforms, included
among them the convocation of a con-
stituent assembly elected by direct
vniversal suffrage.

The deputations found,Count Witte,
who said that a constituent assembly
was impossible, and contended that the
suffrage and other political demands
had nothing to do with the question.
