THE COURT OF INQUIRY.

No Report Expected by Washington Author-
itles for Several Weeks.

Washington, D, C., Feb, 28.—At the close
of office hours a telegram was received at
the Navy Department from Admiral Sicard
at Key West in the following terms:

“Court of Enquiry will commence ses-
sion at Key West to-day. They must re-
sume session at Havana to obtain evidence
of divers after further work upon the
wreck.”
