Branch of Merchants Bank of
Halifax Has the Offer.

Montreal, Aug. 25.—(Special.)—A splendid
compliment has just been paid to a <Jana-
dian banker and Canadian banking instita-
tions, and at the same time a big piece of
news has come to light.
