0 WA CONPOER VED

Italians Will Celebrate Their Greatest
Living Glory To-day, His
86th Birthday.

THE COLLAR OF THE ANNUNZIATA

Will be Conferred on Him by King
Humbert—He Will be a
Prince.

“Rome, Oct. 9.—To-morrow Guiseppe Verdl,
considered the greatest living glory of Italy,
will celebrate his 86th birthday, and Prof,
Baccelli, Minlster of Public Instruction,
will propose tb King Humbert to confer
upon him the highest Italian ~decoration,
the Collar of the Annunziata. 2

Verdi will be the first, outside of the army
and politics, to enjoy such a distinction,
which, . ih  fact, originally was conferred
only upon the most distinguished warriors,
The order was founded in 1362 by Amedeo
V1. of Navoy, the legendary *‘Green Count,’”
with the object of creating a spirit-of co-
hesion among his knights. It.teok its pre-
sent pname in 1518, when Charles IlL. or-
dained that the golden collar, which every
member wore and wears, should have de-
pending from it a medalllon with the An-
nunclation of the Virgin in relief. He also
raised the number or knights to 20, as at
present, :

Once this decoration gave speelal privi-
leges and prerogatives, those now surviving
being only that the recipients are the great-
est aignitaries of the Ntate, that at' court
they co after the Princes of the royal
blood, that they assist as witnesses at the
baptisms, marriages and deaths of the roy-
al Princes, and tinally take rank as cousins
of the King. ] o

When Verdi's last opera, ‘‘Falstaff,”” was
first represented, Signor Giolitti, then in
power, wished to create him a marquis, bug
Signor Martini, also a member of the Cabi-
net, opposed the idea, knowing Verdi’s pro-
nounced dislike of such distinctions.

FAVOR A- VOLUNTARY SCHOOL.

A Meeting Held Last Night in the
Church of the Messiah With
This End in View.

A meeting was held last night In the
Church of the Messlah, corner Avenue-road
and Dupont-street, having in view the es-

tablishment *of a Separate school in that
pirish. The meeting was a voluntary ex-
pression of the desire of the parents in at-
tendance at -this church to remedy the al-
leged disadvantages of the educational sys-
tem of Ontarfo. The feeling of those pre-
sent, as evidenced by the speeches made,
was that the education obtainable in the
Public schools of Toronto was inadequate
and Imperfect. The movement has in view
the establishment of a Separate school, in
which religious instruction would be given
regularly. I

Not more than 15 members of the church
were present, Rev. Septimus Jones, Rev.
John Gillespie of the Church of the Mes-
siah; L. H. Baldwin, Rev. Mr. McColl, Rev.
James McCaul, Mr. Gordon and Mr. Dias.

It was moved by Mr. Lawrence Baldwin
and seconded by Rev. Mr. McCaul, that it
is essential in the interest of our children
that some steps should be taken to provide
more liberal educational advantages than
are available in the present Public schools
in Toronto, and that it {s the opinion of
this meeting that a well-regulated system of
voluntary schools in affiliation with the On-
tario Public school system, and subject to
the same inspection, is best adapted to
maintain ‘for the state an efficlent Public
school education.

This resolution carried and, on motion of
Rev. John Gillespie, seconded by Mr, Dias,
Rev. James McCaul, Mr. Gordon and Mr.
L. H. Baldwin, together with the mover
and seconder, were constituted a committee
with authority to take the necessary steps
to .establish in that neighborhood a volun-
tary school on the lines of the Toronto Pub-
lic Schools.

It is the intention of the committee to
have the school in running order by Christ-
mas. '

A| minstrel show awakens Interest in the
heart of the average citizen. That was

‘the‘klnd of show that used to come to the

eounhtry town, parade the streets with a
brass band and perform to the edification

of the whole country side. The memory
of that show in the old town has never
died, and whenever a minstrel show vomes
to the city, the former town boy counts
his shekels and hies -him to see the burnt
cork artists. There were strange ces
last l{‘ght« at the Toronto. Opera House,
when West’s Minstrels opened their week’s
efigagement. The house was crowded irom
pit to 'dome, and . there wasn't a
melancholy-looking man in the su-
dience. Seldlom has a more s&ym-
pathetic, responsive audience gathered
at a Toronto theatre, and it was flattering
to both the manager and the minstrels.

The show is staged in a gorgeous man-
ner. The curtaln rolis up only to dis-
close the performers attired in dress suits
and grouped in half circles upon a raised
platform.
