- STILL FINDING THE DEAD.

Other Fne’,',’Whleh Show the Ap~
palling Loss of Life in New York
Harbor on Saturday.

New York, July 2.~The partially sub-
merged hulké’®¥ the huge North German
Lloyd steamers Saale, Bremen and Maln
lle smoking in the upper bay and North
River,. apparently thoroly wrecked. These
German merchantmen hold many dead men
within their iron sides. A police patrol
forbids near approach to the sunken steam-
ers, and warns off the curlous who hover
Eleven charred bodies
now in the New York morgue were taken
from the deck of the Saale, and divers
are expected to briog up scores of dead men
to-day. Charred legs, sections of planking
from half-burned scows and lighters and
other wreckage are drifting about the up-
per and lower bays, compelling steamers
to plck thelr way with caution. to save
their screws and paddles,

Dead Nearly All Employes,

It 18 not yet possible to state accurately |*

the number of dead, but the first reports
of the fire, which represented the steam-
ers and the plers as containing many vis-
ftors and prospective passengers, are not
borne out by Investigation, and If seems
likely that nearly all of the victims of the
disaster were employed In some capacity
by the steamship company. However, the
loss of life s appalling.

Forty Bodies Recovered,
Forty bodles have been recovered, hun-

dreds are missing, and no estimate of the
number of dead now falls below 200, Of
many of the dead no trace will ever be
found, their bodles having been reduced
to ashes in the furnaces. It is reasonable
to suppose that the rescued wlill report
themselves to-.day, and that to-night's list
of missing will be the list of the dead.
Nearly all of the members of the crews had
their homes jn Germany, and news of the
disaster will earry sorrow to many a fire-
side In the Fatherland. No missing, ex-
cept those employed about :the steamers,
have been reported to the police or to the
company., :

Most of the estimates of loss do not fall
below $10,000,000. Insurance men are re-
joleing over the fact that the risks on the
steamers were placed abroad.

MAY HAVE BEEN A PIPE,

As Yet the Exact Canse of the Aw-
ful Fire in New York Harbor
Has Not Been Ascertained.

New York, July 2.—~Notwithstanding the
immediate investigation set on foot by
the North German Lloyd Steamship Com-
pany, the cause of the fire has not been
determined satisfactorily., It Is known that
the starting point was in the lghter load-
ed with eotton, moored at the southernmost
corner of pler No, 3, commonly known as

the Mediterrancan Pler,

The theory first advanced was that spon-
taneous combustion was responsible, but
this was abandoned after an expert had
given .the opinion that the tightly-packed
bales were not in that condition to induce
ignition. 'There was some loose cotton
on the deck of the lighter, and, in the ab-
sence of any other proof to the contrary,
it 18 believed that one of the gang of labor-
ers dropped the contents of a lghted
pipe.

London, July 2,—A speclal despatch from
Shanghal, containing another version of
Yung Lu's message, is that it was an ap-
peal to the Taotal Bhong to send help.
Yung Lu is further said to have declared that
he and the Dowager Empress had been seek-
ing to protect the Furopeans and legations
but that Prince Tuan usurped the Imperial
power June 20, since when the soldiers had
refused to obey Yung Lu. The latter 18
also sald to bave stated that Tuan per-
sonally ordered the attatk on the foreign-

ers at Pekin.

RUSSIA CLAIMS FIRST CHOICE.

Must Play Leading Role in Sup-
pressing the Revolt and Rule
in the Settlement.

London, July 1.—A B8t. Petersburg corre-
spondent quotes The Novostl as stating that
the Russian official view is that Russ'a
must play the leading role In the suppres-
slon of the revolt; that her interests are
supreme In Northern China, and that she

Boxers After Protestants First.

AMERICAN FOUGHT FOR BRITAIN

A Story From Cleveland 'Which, 1i
True, Shows the Sympathetie
Nature of Roberts.

Cleveland, July 2.—The British Govern.
ment has just recognized the valor of an
American hero, who dled In the Transvaal
from wounds recelved in battle, by pre-
senting to his widow a house and lot in To-
ronto, Canada, and a pehsion of $25 per
month to her and her four children,

Alfonso De Rochejocqualain was a g0l
dier of fortune. Born of French and Eng-
lish parents, he came to thig country when
a boy, but at the outbreak of one of Eng-
land’'s cononial wars he went back to Eng-
land and’ enlisted under Lord Roberts, He
was with Roberts In many campaigns, and
distinguished himself so many times by
bravery that the personal attention of Lord
Roberts was ecalled to him,

When the Boer war broke out, the Cleve-
land man wrote to Lord Roberts, offering
his services. Roberts repllied by sending
him transportation to South Africa, De-
claring he was a single man, he was per-
mitted to joim the Queen's forces, and a
few weeks later he was In South Africa
fighting under his old commander,

He fell mortally wounded about two
‘months ago, plerced by a Boer buBiet, and
a few days after died. Lord Roberts vis-
ited him In the hospital, and it is sald he
cried when his brave old soldler dled,

Shortly before the Cleveland man’s death
he told Lord Roberts that he had a wits
and four chlidren living In Cleveland. Lord
Roberts took a persénal Interest I tne
family of the hero, and yesterday the
widow received notification of ®he gift of
the house and pension,
