The chief of staff distinctly observ-
ed in his report of ‘inspection of the
regiment at the Three River Camp
that Col. Mallette was ‘not much
gaood”’; that he lved in Quebec and
had no grip on his regiment.

It appears, however, that Lieut.-Col.
Mallette didn’t have much material
to® work upon, for in November, 1907,
he ‘himself wrote to Sir Frederick
Borden that with the exception of 20
men recruited at St. Remis and 100
at Valleyfield ‘‘the rest are taken in
the streets and on the wharves of
iMontreal, the greater part having cer-
tainly no Hbme and some of them of
the worst character and with whom
the few coming from the country are
not anxious to mingle.” .

TRIAL FURTHER DELAYED.

Some Witnesses Cannot Be Found,
While Others Have- Left Country.

.

MONTREAL, March 6.—(Spectal.)—
The second trial of Wallace McCraw
for the murder of one Sclater at Grand
Anse some two years ago, will, it ap-
pears, be further delayed, as some of
the most important of Uhe witnesses
cannot be found, while others are too
far away todbe got at just-now.

This, however, sounds strange in view
of the fact that the authorities have
had several months to look after all
concerned -in the trial. Two years ago
Sclater was murdered in cold blood by
scmeone, who killed him in his tracks
with e rifie ball.

Mrs. Sclaiter, the widow of the victim,
and one McCraw were arrested and
tried at Three Rivers for the crime.
The woman was declared not guilty,
and it is said that Lond Strathcona,
who had known the woman’s father as
a Hudson Bay Company officer, fur-
nished the money to put up a fine de-
fenoce.

Be this as it may, Mnrs. Sclater was
a free woman, and the trial of McCraw,
the alleged accomplice, took place, re-
sulting in his condemnation and sen-
tence to death.

The court of appeals, however, found
irregularities dn the trial, and the ac-
cused was given a new trial, which
opened at Three Rivers to-day. An
adjournment took place for two weeks. |

Press Comments.

In the meantime the newspapers are

AS BERLIN VIEWS IT.

BERLIN, March 6.—A considerable
sensation has been caused here by, the
allegations published in The London
Times, with reference to the ietter |
sent by Emperor William in February

to Lord Tweedmeuth, first lord of the
British Admiralty.

The newspapers of Berlin observe
great caution in commenting on the
episode, averring that they consider
it improper to express opinions with-
out full knowledge of what his majesty
really said. Only ione newspaper, i1he
Berliner Zeiting, ventures to express
its belief that the emperor has writ-
ten with ‘indiscreet fulness of ex-
pression to a foreign official.”

It is considered likely here that
Lord Tweedmouth will make an ex-
planation fully protecting Emperor
William from the allegation' that he
has attempted to influence the offi-
cial acts of the British Admiralty or
cabinet.. There is no disposition in of-
ficial circlés to the belief that this
letter will create any ' incident simi-
lar to those which followed Emperor
William’'s  telegram to President
Kruger.

It is regretted, however, that any-
thing should be seized upon by the
opponents of Germany in England
while the British naval estimates are
under discussion and when Germany
is about to launch her first imprpved,
battleship of the MDreadnought type.
