crossing over the C.P.R. at Murray's Cut 
was dangerous, and asking that an over­
head bridge be erected by the railway

The cut where the crossing was, he 
said, was ten feet deep, and a view of the 
tracks was obstructed from either direc­
tion. Fanners were thus compelled to 
drive miles out of their way In avoiding 
the dangers of the place.
