~ CANADIAN BACON

Reports, That Action Has
Been Deferred Denied by
British Food Controller.

—

London, Jan. 4—Hon. Mr. Mec-
Curdy, the British food controlley,
when interviewed today by the Cand-
dian Associated Press, said the state-
ments made by press despatches from,
Canada that Britain hags postponed
the decontroling of Canadian bacon,
were incorrect and based on a com-
plete misunderstanding. Mr.  Mec-
Curdy stated that he had made ar-
rangements which he believed will
entirely satisfy Canadian producers.

The whole exportable. surplus of
Canadian bacon, made from hogs
killed to the end of December, “hag
been purchased by the food ministry,
he added, and Canadian bacon made
from ‘hogs killed this year will be al-
lowed to come forwarg on private ac-
count thru the ordinary trade chan-
nels. There were no grounds for
suggesting that Canada had been,
“getting a raw deal from Britain,”
the food controller declared. The
prefhium paid for Canadian bacon in
1920, compared with all other sup-
plies purchased in_ America or
Europe, had been higher than was
ever paid in a free market, whether
reckoned in sterling or Canadian
currency. The food ministry had al-
waye purchased the total Canadian
output without « limit of quantity,
and had endeavored in every way to
consider Canadian interests. Nego-
tiations for the general decontrol of,
bacon supplies were proceeding satis-
factorily, Mr. McCurdy added,
