Civic Works Body Considers
Many Street Improve-
: ments.

Local improvements, many and varied,
affecting all parts of the city, came up
for discussion yesterday at the civic
works committee meeting. Contrary Lo
precedent, the entire buaget of business
was despatched in a quick, methodical
manner, with absolutely none of tne
wrangling and personalities hurled about
usually attendant upon these sessions.

The proposed filling-in and grading of
Bully crescent, which has been
hanging fire for a number of years, au.
effectually postponed during the war,
was brought up again. This crescent is
& small valley extending northward be-
tween Crawford street and College. The
big obstacle in the way of this improye-
ment is the fact that the filling-in" of
this hollow would necessitate. ‘tearing

down 38 houses, some of them tenantc -

. by two families. Chairman Birdsall re-
minded the committee that the ratepay-
ers had been promised this work would
80 on as soon as the war was over,

Robert Hungerford, leading a deputa-
tion of residents, stated. that,
uname of sanitation and general improve-
ment, these houses should be razed and
the filling-in commenced. ;

Not Ah Occupler.

“You don’t happen to live in one of
these houses,  do you?'’ queried Ald.
Singer. The answer being in the nega-
tive, Ald. Singer said: ‘“No; I thought
not. In my opinion, it would be absolute
folly to continue with this work at a
time when the housing situation ‘is so
acute. If these houses were torn dowu,
it would mean that the tenants wouiu
have to secure homes elsewhere and turn
others out on the street. There are
'ms,ny matters more pressing than this.”
In refutation of the alderman’s state-
ments, A. 8. Taylor rosé in support o
Mr. Hungerford. . “I reside .in one:«ot
those houses,’”” he said, “and I am voic~
ing the opinion of the other residents
when I state that we would only be too
glad to have those houses torn down and
get our money out of them. 'Conditions
are such that they are rapidly decreas-
ing in value, and, with this proposal
hanging fire, we do not want to spend
any money repairing them. - All we want
is our money out of them, so we cam
build elsewhere.”

Controller Maguire seconded the ap-
peai of the deputation. He said the
filling in would cost $103,000 ani would
greatly improve surrounding property.
Rev, J. A. Turnbull of West Presbyter-
ian Church characterized the place as
an eyesore, and not fit for human habi-
tation., Ald., Blackburn stated thu.tllt
would be foolish to spend money repair-
ing the houses now situated on the
property, and that a new bridge would
soon be needed over Shaw street,

The committee carried a
motion declaring itself in favor of more
stands, and referred the matter to 'the
works commissiorer, to report on- suit-
able locations for them,

Anti-thc;iﬂationists Make Streng
Statements to Liberty League.

i

Mrs, J. B.. Hull, a strong anti-
vaccinationist, 'lectured on the perils
of vaccination last night at the meet-
ing of the Literary and Debating
Society of the. .Citizens’ Liberty
League, held in Foresters’ Hall, Col-
lege street. Mrs, Hull showed a series
of lantern slides, ,portraying the ter-
rible state of the bodies of a number
of children, alleged to be suffering
from vaccination, and read  the his-
tories of the cases, according to which
several formerly healthy young chil-
dren died within a month of vaccina-
.tion, either “of lockjaw or vaccinia. as
a direct result of the operation. At
the request of Mrs. Hull, Professor
A. B. Farmer read a letter from “a
well informed correspondent” in the
United States, who stated that the
illustrations of smallpox victims ap-
pearing in the recent advertisements
of the board of health were ‘“trick
cuts,” (misleading illustrations) -and
had been exposed some time ago in
the United States.

Later Professor Farmer explained
a chart thrown on the screen dedling
with smallpox outbreaks and epi-
demics in England and the effect of
vaccination upon them. According to’
the chart, smallpox practically dis-
appeared after the repeal of the com-
