First Transvaal Parliament Which Open-

ed in Pretoria

Imperial Government on the Question
of Asiatic Immigration.

PRETORIA, Transvaal, March 21—The
' first parliament of the Tracisvaal colony

under the newly granted constitution met
here this morning in the ball in which
the late President Kruger presided for
80 many years over the sittings of the
Upper Volksraad of the South African
republic.

In a speech at the opening of parlia-
ment, Earl Selburne, high commissioner
for Souf.h Africa, said:

“My ‘ministers are determined that the

‘ employment of Chinese in the mines of
the Transvaal shall cease at the earliest
possible moment. As to the Chinese al-
ready  employed there, my ministers will
not take any steps to prevent their re-
patriation at the end of their indentures,
unless they are convinced such re-
patriation will have to take place before
an effective substitute, either in the form
of unskilled labor or improved mechaa-
ical appliances, has been found.”

t0 exclude all Asiatics from work in the
mines is shown by the fact that the
“Asiatic ordinance” is again published
in the official gazette here, iadicating
that among the first acts of the new par-
liament would be a re-enactment of this
meagure in spite of the opposition of the
Imperial government.

LONDON, March 21—The “Asiatic
ordinance,” which the Transvaal govern-
ment propose to re-enact, although at the
present time, aimed specially at British
Indians who are ousting the small white
traders in the Transvaal, is equally in-
tended to exclude the Japanese or other
Asiatics who are emigrating to South Af-
rica in.increasing nmumbers.

Sir Gilbert Parker, who represents the
colonies in the House ,of Commons on
this ' question, is quoted today in an in-
terview as saying:

‘“If, as I am sure it will, the Transvaal
parliament re-enacts the Asiatic ordin-
ance, the Imperial government will hard-
ly venture to oppose it.”

Two of the pilot boats had a rather try-
ing experience in the storm yesterday, and
had to be towed into port by the tug
Lord VVolse]ey. The Howard D. Troop
lost her main-boom and the David Lynch

Both vessels were “towed ? this' morn-
ing, and they showed ample evidence of
the severity of tne ptorm. They were in-
cased in snow and ice from stem to stern,
while huge icicles hung from the rigging.
The crews report that the storm was one
of the worst they ever weathered, and
they werg glad to get back safe in port.

With portions of their outfit missing,
they were more or less at the mercy of!
the gale and the arrival of the tughoat
was hailed with thanksgiving.

Both boats' left here on Monday to
cruise in the bay and yesterday morning,
while off Point Lepreaux the storm broke
and both made for anchorage off Part-
vidge Island. The Troop safely rode out
the gale but broke her main-boom. The
David Lynch was not so fortunate. She
lost both anchors and the vessel was at
ithe mercy of the wind and waves. On
board the David Lynch were Pilots Wm.
Murray and Martin Spears, who say that
it was the worst storm they ever experi-
enced. With both anchors gone, the fore-
sail blew away, while under c¢lose reef.
The men on board put the jib on the
Lynch and with it she was brought close
to the land.

Early this morning the men on board
the Lynch sighted the teamer Marina at
anchor off Negro Head, Musquash. The
Lynch was headed for her and in a short
time Pilot Spears was put on board and
brought her into port.

HALIFAX, N. 8., March 21—(Special)
—Judge Meagher in addressing the grand
jury yesterday, dwelt on the increasing
prevalence of perjury.

The matter was introduced by a per-
jury charge brought against John A.
Teahy, of Dartmouth. It is alleged that
he took an oath at a polling booth during
a town election that he was qualified to
vote, whereas it is claimed he was not
so entitled. In reference to this partic-
ular charge ‘His Lordship said the oath
was administered by the presiding offi-
cer, who had the legal duty cast upon
him, and the judge said he was sorry to
say that there was evidence to show that
one of the candidates was present, aad,
it was believed, encouraged the accused.

The judge thought there was ample ma-
terial to warrant the accused being put
on trial.

In reference to perjury in general, His
Lordship said that, with an experience

trials and courts, his belief was that
this crime was increasing frightfully.

NHW YORK, March 21—That Justice
Fitzgerald will appoint a commission in
lunacy to inquire into the present mental
condition of Harry K. Thaw, seems a
foregone conclusion.

This afternoon he Will hear arguments
of counsel on both sides of the famous
case and he plainly intimated yesterday
that he would appoint a comnfission. That
this commission will find that Thaw is
now insane is the opinion of most of
those who have closely followed the trial.

Dr. Allan McLane Hamilton, one of the
country’s most famous alienists, has open-
ly expressed the “opinion that Thaw is
now insane and that he is incapable of
conducting his own defence. Dr. Carlos
MacDonald and Dr. Austin Flint, also
noted alienists, have expressed the same

inion and affidavits are |expected from
all three, as well as from the doctors who
are familiar with the history of the Thaw
case and with the insanity which is said
to have been present in both sides of his
ancestry. The appearance of Dr. Allan
MeLane Hamilton in the case yesterday
and District Attorney Jerome’s appeal to
the “conscience of the court,” came like
bombshells, It was expected that the
testimony would be finished = yesterday,
and that this moming the summing up
would begin.

York state specifies
that the only insanity that can excuse is
a mental derangement which makes the
person charged with a crime incapable of
knowing: the nature or quality of his act
when it is committed, and incapable  of
knowing that it is Wwrong. This law, which
is founded on an old English decision, is
far behind the times, according to the al-
ienists. Many a man has an over-power-
ing impulse to commit a crime, an impulse
which he is unable to conquer and which
forces him to do the aet; but if his men-
tal state allows him to know that the act
was wrong the law does not take the im-
pulse into account.

Ran' Taschjain,  an Armenian, 'who has
just been transférred to a hospital for
the insane after ten days in Sing Sing,
where he was séntenced for murder in
the second degree for killing his brother
and- cutting the body to pieces, is a case
in' point.

While yesterday’s storm was uncomfort-
able enough and did considerable damage
to property and various interests on land,
it no doubt had greater terrors and more

inconvenience for those who were at sea.
Although as yet there have been no re-
ports of disasters of an alarming nature,

some trying experiences during the gale.

All day yesterday and until she came up
to her berth at Sand Point, this morning,
the Donaldson line steamship Athenia,
with nearly six hundred passengers on
board,tugged at her anchors off Partridge
island, and needless to say all on board
were thankful when the storm had spent
its fury and they were able to come into
the harbor and safely land.

The Athenia arrived off the island yes-
terday morning at 2 o'clock, but owing
to the thick weather and 1agmg storm
she put out in the bay again returning
about nine hours later and anchoring,
where she rode out the storm in safety.

Talking with some of the officers, this
morning, they said the storm was one of
the worst they had ever experienced. The
passengers were glad to stay below all

day and no one appeared on deck unless
compelled to on business.

The steamer left Glasgow on the 9th
inst., and brought 123 cabin passengers
and 395 steerage, a total of 518. They
were a fine looking lot, mostly Scotch,
English and Irish, with a sprinkling of
foreigners of various nationalities. They
evidently found it rather cold while wait-
ing for the customs and immigration offic-
ers to get through their work after the
steamer had come up to the wharf, but
they stamped their feet and whistled or
sang and all seemed to be happy.

It was noticeable that nearly every man'
in the party, especially all the Scotch-
men, were wearing peaked caps, the ma-
jority of them of plaid design. One wee
laddie was dressed in kilts and though. his
bare legs must have felt the cold wind,

ANY ONE MAY NOW
LICK THE EDITOR

Bill Introduced in Pennsylvania
to Popularize Thrashing of
Journalists.

March 20—-If a
bill introduced in the House of Repre-
sentatives today, by a member from Phil-
adelphia, becomes a law, any person in
Pennsylvania shall have the right to as-
sault proprietors, editors or reporters of
newspapers that publish defamatory mat-
ter against the offended person. The bill
provides. that 'the defendant in any suit
for assault and battery shall be acquitted
if he proves that the person upon whom
the assault was committed wrote or pub-
lished within one year previous to the
agsault, any false or defamatory matter
concerning the defendant or any child,

sister, wife or fiance of the defendant.

The provisions of the kill extend to
civil actions for damages arising out of
a c for assault and battery. If the
person who committed the assault proves
the fact concerning the publication, the
one assaulted can get no damages.

The late George H. Crosby, of Albion,
was born in Bangor, Sept. 23, 1836, being
a lineal descent in the seventh generation
from Simon and Ann Crosby, who came
from England in the ship Susan and Ellen,
in 1836, and settled in Cambridge.

Crosby’s father being a builder and con-
tractor, moved to St. John, N. B., directly
after the great fire in that city, 1837.
