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TERRIBLE STORMS ARE
REPORTED RAGING ON

ENTIRE GULF COAST

Despatch From New Orleans Says Storms Are Worst for
 Years---Many Vessels. Swept Ashore---No Bodies Yet
Recovered but Large kess of Life Feared.

NEW YORK, Sept. 30 — A despaigh
last night from New Orleans to the Tri-
bune says: “Although no details have
‘been received here up to the present time
it is believed that the entire gulf coast
has suffered from one of the worst storms
in the last ten years.

“Tonight the barometer registers the

were killed amd their Hodies were found
in' tops of tsmes along the coast, Tele-
hone recaived here tonight in-
icate that fite-the last 24 hours a ter
rible stormn has been raging along the
entire coast, and thet o number of ves-
sels have beem swept ashore.

“At 9 o'cloek tonight the barometer
registers just as it did in 1894 when the

Reports received tonight show
that bath houses and other buildings have
been swept away all along the coast, a.nd
that the storm is comstantly increasing
in violence. At Gulfport the water 1is
