Paris, Oct. 26—Premier Briand today
faced a situation that seemed perilous to
his ministry. Debate in the chamber of
deputies on the government’s domestic
and foreign politics was to close, and a
vote of confidence was to be taken and
there appeared io be a possibility that
the opposition could muster enough
strength either to reject the vote of con-
fidence or cut down the margin of the
premier’s victory to such an extent that
he would feel it was a mandate against
going to the Washington conference.

In either event, it was deemed probable
that Mr. Briand would ask President
Millerand to relieve him of the duties of
office.

In opening the debate in the chamber
last week, the premier made it plain that
he desired a vote of confidence which
would be emphatic enough for him to go
to Washington as the recognized spokes-
man of the French government and par-
liament.

Discussion of the policies followed by
the administration relative to the Near
East, German reparations, domestic ques-
tions and other matters of great import-
ance at the present moment developed
bitterness many times during the last
few days, and culminated yesterday in
an attack upon the government by Andre
Tardieu.
