THE YOUNGEST ADMIRAL

Rear-Admiral David Beatty to Com-
mand British Dreadnoughts

(London Chronicle)
Rear-Admiral David Beatty, who was
promoted to flag rank three years ago at
the unusually early age of 39 will today
assume the command of the First Battle
Cruiser Squadron, in succession to Rear-
Admiral Bayly, who has held the appoint-
ment for two years:

The squadron consisie of the super
Dreadnought cruisers Lion aqd Princess
Royal (26,350 tons, eight 13.6 inch g\lYllE),
and the Dreadnought cruisers Ind’af&tlgu-
able, Invincible and Indomitable (eight 12-
inch). The last named is soon to proceed
to the Meditetranean to join the second
battle eruiser squadron. .

Admiral Beatty wes promoted from lieu-
tenant to commander, and again from
commander to captain for war gervices, the
first in the Sudan in 1898, and the second
in. China during the Boxer rebellion of
1000. It usually takes an officer seventeen
or eighteen years to Tise from licutenant to
captain, but in the case of Admiral Beat-
ty it occupied only eight years. He is
now forty-two years of age—thirteen years
younger than the officer he succeeds, and
Wwith the exception of his own flag-captain
(Captain A, E. M. Chatfield) he is young-
er than tha commanding officer of any ship
in his squadron,

Tor some time Admiral Beatty was naval
secrotary to Hon, Winston Churchill, an
appointment in which he was recently
puccesded by Rear-Admiral D, R. 8, De
Chalr, He commanded tho sixth ecruiser

equadron during the naval manoguvres of
last summer.

SERVICE OF THE RAILWAYS AND OF THE FARMS

For every 100 miles of raif\vay main
track in the United States in 1800 there
were 129 miles in 1910. For every 100
acres of improved farm land in 1900 there
were 115 acres in 1910; for every 100 acres
devoted to crope in the former year there
were 110 in the latter. That is, during
the. census decade, the latest period for
which official statistics are available, the
railway plant increased at over double the
rate of the agricultural plant.

For every 100 ton-miles in 1900 there
were 180 in 1910; for every 100 passenger-
miles there were 202. For every 100 busheis
bales, or pounds of the ten principal crops
in the former year there were 109 in the
latter. That is, the output of the rail-
ways increased at a rate over ten times as
great as that of the farms.

Measured per mile. the output of the
railways increased 40 per cent and 57 per-
cent respectively. Measured per acre the
output of the tem crops averaged a de-
erease of about one per cent. That is, the
output of the railways per unit of plant in-
creased by one-half, while the output of
the farms per unit of plant averaged a de-
erease.

The population in the ten years increas-
ed by about sixteen million persons or 21

per cent.. Measured per inhabitant "the
ton-miles of the railways increased 49 per

cent and the freight revenue 52 pr cent.,
the passenger-miles 67 per cent and the
passenger revenue 61 per cent. Thates,
the work performed by the railways and
the money re&ived by them increased
at very nearly the eame rate. Measured
per inhabitant the output of the ten prin-
cipal crops ranged from a decrease of 21
per cgnt to an increase of 20 per cent
while %he farm value increased from 34 to
83 per cent. For example, the relative sup-
ply of corn that was 100 bushels in 1900
was 79 bushels in 1810, the relative farm
value of corn that was $100 in 1900 was
$144 in 1910. That is, while the supply of
corn per inhabitant fell off 21 per cent,
the value of the supply per inhabitant in-
crensed 44 per cent. In the same relation
the supply wheat fell off 14 per cent while
ite value increased 47 per cent, the supply
of cotton fell off 8 per ¢ent while its value
increased 80 per cent.

In 1910 one thousand bushels of the
seven principal food crops could purchase
over 25 per cent more of commodities in
general, and 50 per cent more of transpor-
tation than in 1900; but conversely, the
purchasing power of the receipte from
one thousand ton‘miles fell off 13 per cent,
and that from one thousand passenger-
miles fell off 19 per cent.
