Congress and Secretary of Commerce 
Hoover pushing plans for an investi­
gation of high rubber prices, which 
certain quarters contend have the 
support of the British colonial gov­
ernments, now comes news of the 
plan of the State of Sao Paulo, Bra­
zil, to hold up the prices of coffee, 
and .government circles allege that 
this ' is also to be done with the 
British backing.

Hesitating to attempt to borrow 
in this country, largely because of 
the recent pleas of Secretary Hoover 
that United States bankers deny cre­
dits to foreigners for such purposes, 
Sao Paulo expects to borrow $50,- 
000,000 from London hankers. The 
Brazilian Legislature, according to 
word received here, has been asked 
to authorize the loan, which would 
be used to bolster the coffee market 
against any material price declines.

SAYS PRICES UNFAIR.
Mr. Hoover himself has launched 

an attack on the rubber prices, In 
which he will enlist the co-operation 
of the country's automobile users, 
and there Is no doubt that he will 
reiterate his appeal to decrease con­
sumption of coffee.

Only recently the secretary de­
clared that prices charged United 
States householders for many foreign 
commodities were unfair and that 
steps must be taken to “defend our­
selves against trade war being made 
upon us.” He suggested that con­
sumers organize in a strong sym­
pathetic campaign to restrict their 
use of the products monopolized; 
that substitutes be used more large­
ly and that buyers be permitted 
through legislation, to combine for 
the emergency against foreign mono­
polies.
