suggested that this was the case.
The powers of the Board would
continue until six months after the
termination of the war. Much
would, of course, depend on the
character of the Board; it would
be necessary for them to investi-
gate the position with the utmost
care, and then, if they decided to
act, to do so with firmness and de-
