During the first two days of the week the
barometer was comparatively low over this |
province and the weather was mostly
cioudy and cool this side of the Cascades, |
and in Cariboo considerable rain fell. By
the morning of the 23rd an extensive high
barometer area had appeared off the Coast
and gradually spread inland over this prov-
ince and the adjoining states. This move-
ment was accompanied by clearing weather |
and a steady rise in the temperature. By
Sunday, 25th, this extensive area was cen-
fred over ‘the Territories, while over Cali-
fornia the barometer was comparatively
lew. This difference of pressure caused a

The barometer
then fell along the Coast in advange of a
low pressure drea from the Pacifie. which
spread. over Vancouver Island to the Main-
tand during Monday night.
