EXAMINED AT LENGTH

J. Jeffry, a deckhand on -the vessel,
told of the Iaunching of the three life-
boats. He testified that po one was
forced to enter the boats. . He also said
he heard Cant. Roberts tell the captain
of  the Holyoke to tow the Clallam to
Vietoria.

Capt. Carter’s Evidence.
