We are told that the first square-
rigged vessel launched at Richibucto was
called the Ellen Donglas and was built by
John Jardine in 1820, Mr. John Jardine
was unele to the present Mr. Jardine of
Kingston snd father of David Jardine, of
the firm of Farnworth & Jardine of Liver-
pool, Eng.

A GEAND SOCIAL EVERT.

The ball in the evening was one of the
great events of the day. It was held in
Masonic Hall, a goodly sized structure
just alongside the Kent Hotel. The
building is two stories in height, the
lodge room being in the second story,
while the main floor is reserved for social
events. The farniture had been removed
from the lodge room snd in its place nu-
merous sofas and easy chairs had been
supplied. This room was set apart asa
promenade for ladies, a portion being re-
served as & card room.

As this is the shiretown of the county
of Kent, the assizes are held here.

Kent was called after the Queen’s father,
the Duke of Kent, who was at'the time
commander of the forces at Halifax. The
Court House was completed in 1830. It
has lately been repaired and painted

We give a good deal of space this
week to a report.of the opening of the
Kent Northern Railway, an event of
great importance to & considerable sec-
tion of the North Shore and one which
will, no doubt, be the beginning of bet-
ter times for a part of the country rich
in natural resources, but, heretofore,
practically neglected so far ay Railway

| facilities were concerned. When the

opponents of the work were endeavoring
to prevent the Local Government from
recognising Kent’s railway claims, even
after the Province was committed to
the road, the ADVANCE was among the
few journals that persistently urged
that County’s rights in the matter, and
we are, therefore especially glad of the
entire success of the work. It wasa
matter of regret to us that circum-
stances prevented the ADVANCE repre-
sentative from accepting of Mr. Brown’s
hospitalities in connection with the
opening, but that was only a personal
disappointment, as we give our readers
the particulars from other pens quite
competent to do the subject justice.

A Remarkable Transaction.

We have been '.Nhg several weeks
in the hope that there would appear in
some of the papers of the Dominion a
satisfactory explanation of the guaran-
tee given by the Dominion Government
of ten years interest at three per cent.
on some $45,000,000 worth of the
Canadian Pacific Railway Company’s
bonds, but, up to the present time,have
seen none. The press has discuised
the subject quite fully, if not very
lucidly. On one side there are vague
reasons, such as the interests of the
Dominion, the credit of the country,
etc., given and on the other charges of
stock jobbery with the Canadian Gov-
ernment playing a prominent part in
the operation. A study of the matter,
with all the eircumstances surrounding
it, 8o far as kmown to the public, can-
not but suggest suspicions discreditable
to the Government, which has evident-
ly pandered to the convenience of pow-
erful friends and permitted the name of
the Crown to be dragged through a
stock jobbing transaction that would
reflect discredit on a third rate German
duchy.

The story, as told by the Government
organs, is that in consideration of the
ten years guarantee the Railway Com-
pany are to deposit $24,500,000 wjth
the Government, receiving therefor 4
per cent. interest. At the time the
guarantee was arranged [or the stock
was selliug at a fraction above 50% at
New York, so that the whole $45,000,-
900 could not net to the company more
than $22,500,000. Does any ome be-
lieve that the astute gentlemen of the
C. P. R. Syndicate would hand over
$24,500,000 for the sake of realizing the
last named sum. ¢ Oh,” say the Gov-
ernment organs, ‘‘ but the Syndicate
““ knew the guarantee woulcC have the
“ effect ‘of sending the price of the
‘““stock up, so that it would realise
‘‘ much more than the sum paid for the
‘‘ guarantee.” That is quite true,for in
twelve days the stock advanced 12 per
cent., but, even at 62, the whole $45,-
000,000 would not bring anything
more than the deposit to be made with
the Government, so it is not to be won-
dered at that the guarantee business is
generally looked upon as *“ a mystery.”

To those who have a knowledge of
the tricks by which stocks are “‘rigged”
for the great markets the ¢ trail of the
serpent ” is not hard to follow through
the whole of this gigantic operation.
This C. P. R. stock was on the markets
of New York and London, in whichit
was not considered a very desirable in-
vestment. Emboldened by the ¢ Paci-
fic ” record of the gentlemen composing
the present Dominion ininistry, those
who were manipulating the stock hit
upon the idea of letting them in as
sharers of the profits provided  they
would lend the country’s name to help
rig the market. Our readers will re-
member the story about the abandon-
ment of work on the Railway because
a satisfactory pass could not be found
through the Rocky Mountains. That
helped to send Pacific stock downand it
was just then that the friends of the
Syndicate and of the Government went
in and secured large allotments of it on
private account. Then came the an-
nouncement of the Government’s guar-
antee and these gentlemen ‘‘ unloaded”
on the rising market. They cleared
their 12 per cent. in the same number
of days. The Canuada Pacific Railway
Company has,probably,not made a cent
by the transaction, but its friends who
have managed and shared in the profits
of the operation have pocketed some
$600,000, a sum much Jarger than Sir
Hugh Allan was bled for in 1872.
There seems to be no other reasonable
explanation of this guarantee business
than that above outlined and we believe
the future will develop facts to prove
we are correct.

Mr. Gibsen’s Cotton Works.

Writing under date of 9th inst., a Tele-
graph correspondent says,—Mr. Gibson
is making astonishing progress with the
erection of his new cotton mill at this
place.' Although the superstructure of
the building was commenced but a short
time ago it is now nearly completed, a
large portion being already roofed in,
while the brick work of the mill building
proper will be tinished and ready for the
roof in about two weeks. It requiresa
visit to Marysville to gain a correct idea
of the vastness of the enterprise under-
taken by Mr. Gibson and the great
amount of execative ability necessary to
manage such a large busizess.” Just now
the little village is a busy place—probably
one of the liveliest in the Province. Be-
tween 300 and 400 persons are employed
about the cotton mill and in addition to
this Mr. Gibson is making preparations to
send away to the woods the usual number
of men to cut 50,000,000 feet of logs.
The provisions required for these men are
just now being forwarded to the different
camps, and Gibson’s teams are to be
everywhere met with along the roads lead-
ing out of the village. This business
alone requires great personal attention
but Mr. Gibson somehow manages to give
much of his time to the supervision of the
building of the mill. Abont 180 masons
are at present euiployed on the structure,
and to any one approacning the mill the
upper part of the wall appears to be per-
fectly black with men, by whose exertions
the wall continues to grow visibly higher
every hour. Besides the large number of
bricklayers, a great number of laborers
are required $o keep so many men sup-
plied with building material. To lay the
floors and keep up the carpenter work,
another large crew of men are required,
while a dozen or more teams are engaged
hauling the lumber to and from the plan-
ing mill on the river bank. It is doubt
ful if & cotton factory was ever built to
such advantage as this one. The stone
for the foundations was procured close at
hand and the bricks in the walls of the
superstructure are obtained from clay
found within 100 yards of the mill and
manufactured by three machines a¢ the
rate of 70,000 a day ; the lumber, except-
ing pitch pine, is obtained from the lum.
ber mills of Mr. Gibson. The machinery
of course, will be imported. Next season
Mr. Gibson intends to erect about 150
brick dwellings and two hotels for the ac-
commodation of the mill operatives,
Marysville has now quite a water supply,
the ‘water being taken from the Nash-
waak, a shert distance above the bend,
where a dam has been constructed, and
conducted through pipes to the tower of
the mill, in which will Le located a huge
tank to hold water for use in case of fire.
The chimney is alzo under erection ; it is
of circular form, and will be 160 feet high.

Forest Protection.

No. 1.
EDWARD JACK.

During the present autumn, when in
the forests of the interior of New Brans.
wick, my attention was arrested by the
brownish red color of the tops of the
spruce trees on a ridge not very far dis-
tant from the hill on which I stood. To
my astonishment I found that fire had
peuetrated these woods for a distance of
from 12 to 15 miles, its average breadth
being two miles, involving the loss of at
least $50,000 to the owners in the way of
stumpage, to say nothing of that to the
country in the money which would have
been spent in hauling, driving, sawing,
and shipping so many trees.

The fire in this instance had been the
result of carelessness of two men employ-
ed as cooks on & river drive. They had
set it in a brush hill on the shore of Barnt
Hill stream and neglected to extinguish
it.

During the time when logs are being
driven fires are very apt to run even in
hardwood lands, owing to the masses of |
dry leaves which at that time cover the
surface of the ground ; when once plants
and low shrubs are in full leaf, there is
very little to dread from forest fires until
late in the season, after long droughts
when every green thing is dried and
parched up.

Forest fires are usually started by river
drivers, hunters, fishermen, or free grant
and labor act settlers, who have been
allowed to occupy what is usually called,
among lumbermen, *‘ black land;” in
other words lands covered chiefly by a
soft-wood growth.

To meet these sfiecial cases there is no
legislation, although,it is urgently de-
manded. I propose to stake up each of
these cases separately and show, in so far
at least as the valuable Crown Lands of
the Province are concerned, how the
danger of destructign from forest fires can
be reduced to a minimum by wise legisla-
tion and the adoption of cheap precaution-
ary measures,

Before doing so and by way of preface
I will quote the words of W. Little, Esq.,
of Montreal, a gentleman who has ever
been foremost in the advancement of
forest interests :—

¢ If the timber land owner would annu-
‘“ally expend the same per centage he is
““ willing to spend to insure other propgrty
““ of like value, towards putting his timber
‘¢ property in a safe condition, he could so
‘¢ place it that it would be difficult to set
““1t on fire 80 a8 to do any serious injury.”

First mentioned and perhaps as impor-
tant as any is the subject of forest fires
caused by careless river drivers, a class
largely composed of reckless and some.
times unprincipled men. l.g drives are
yearly becoming more consolidated, and
the work which was formerly undertaken
by half a dozen parties, is now frejuently
executed by one, since the greater the
quantity of lumber driven, the cheaper
the work can be done, all other things
beiog equal.

Such being the case one expects the
party in charge of a large drive to see
that proper care be bestowed on his
neighbor’s property, through which he is
passing, and here legislation shonld inter-
fere and require him to do so in some-
thing like the following manner :

He should be required to appoint one
trusty man to see that no fire be left burn-
ing when the driving parties leave the
spot where they have been encamped over
night or when the men leave the spot
where any may have been' kindled for the
purpose of lunch, dinmer or any other
meal ; should the chief river driver fail to
make such appointment of fireward he
should in such case be liable to a penalty
and be made chargeable by law for any
loss through forest fires which might
occur by or through the neglect or care.
lessness of his men. Further, if any for-
est fire should happen by or through the
neglect of the driving crew, that the party
or parties guilty of such neglect or care-
lessness should forfeit his or their wages,
provided damage be dons to the surround-
ing forest to the extent of $10 or more,
such party or parties being also subject to
fine or imprisonment.

In order to compel the holder of the tim-
ber license to take an intarest in this mat-

ter a clauge should be inseyted in the same,

that in ¢ase the whole or part of any logs
cut on such lease should be driven without
the appointment of such fireward by the
man in charge of the drive, that all the
blocks on which such logs may have been
cut shall, or may be, declared vacant, and
be again offered for sale at public auction.

The next class of people who sometimes

the cause of forest fires are hunters.
As this business is mncertain and precari-
ous, it would be as well for the interest of
the individual, as well as for those of the
country, to discountenance the profession.
al hunter as much as possible, more especi-
ally as he frequently kills moose and cari-
000 for their hides alone, leaving the car.
case in the woods to rot.

It has been suggested by Mr. Heury
Braithwaite, and I entirely concur in the
idea, that it would be well for the Govern.
ment to make a large game reserve of the
forests on the mnorth side of the South
West Miramichi, extending to the head of
the Tobique and Nepisiquit, and to place
the same under the management of some

pet d with competent assis-
tants, whose duty it should be to see that
the game on theselimits be protected.
There are yet in this part of New Bruns-
wick plenty of caribou and many moose,
and protection  of game meaus protection
of the forest.

In order to meet the expenses attending
such reserve and its protection, hunting
and fishing permits could be issned to
parties giving bonds to hunt according to
law, such parties to pay such reasonable
sum as might be demancded. I have no
doubt but that in a short time permits
enough would bz sold to more than pay
all expenses, while the game would suffer
no decrease, the young production keep-
ing the stock up.

Lowery, No. 124 W. Madison st.,
Chicago, Ill.; one to Mr. J. J. Meding, of
Washington, D. C. Nos. 385,052 and
93,442 each drew the fourth capital prizes
of $6,000, and sold in fifths—as were all
the high prizes—and ecattered in all direc-
tions.

THE DyNaMITES—$12,000 BAIL WART-
£D,—This morning, the dynamiters’ appli-
cation for discharge under the habeas cor-
pus act was argued before Judge Thomp-
son, Messrs. Motton, Longley and Lyona
appearing for the prisoners, and the At-
torney|General and Pearson opposing the
application for discharge on the ground
that even if there was no charge in the
warrant there was an offence under eom-
mon law for which the judge could hold
them. Mr. Motton argued in reply to
the Attorney-Goneral, that from the evi-
dence no intent could be inferred. Mr,
Longley followed on the same side, arga-
ing that the evidence did not disclose any
pretence of a common law nunisance. It
was the scope of the evidence that these
men had only in tbeir possession the orii-
nary amount of dynamite likely to be
used by miners. Judge Thompson said
the warrant was entireiy bad, and no in-
tent was alleged or proved, but he
thought there was some evidence of a
nuisance ; he would therefore set aside
the warrant and direct a proper commit-
ment to be made out for a nuisance if de-
sired. He affixed the bail at $6,000 each
The Judge thought the customs prosecu-
tiou frivolous, and said any judge would
direct the grand jury not to find a bill.—
Halifaz Recorder. Sth.
