In its 
style of architecture, finish and furniture, 
it perhaps is not surpassed by any in the 
maritime provinces. The altar which cost 
about $450 was built at Memramcook. The 
church is heated by hot air, lighted by elec­
tric light and is in every way a modern 
chnrch.

lumberman’s invention which moves on
EITHER LAND OR WATER.

Ottawa, Ont., May 3.—A new Canadian 
invention for use in the lumber districts 
is coming into general use in northern 
Ontario. It is called a steam warping tug. 
It propels itself on land as well as on water, 
and is used by lumbermen whose operations 
are carried on among small lakes connected 
by streams of uncertain navagation.

The vessels have proved not only a success 
but a great boon to the lumber trade. Six 
ot these unique craft have been built by the 
inventors during the past season, four com­
pleted at their yard here and two shipped 
ready to be put together at their destination 
in the Nipissiog district.

They are built in scow shape, with steel 
shod runoers for moving over land ; are 37 
feet long, 10 feet beam, decked all over and 
have sleeping room for four men in the bow ; 
the bottom and up the bow is covered with 
steel boiler plate. An engine of 22-horse 
power furnishes steam for 10 hoars’ work 
with three quarters of a cord of dry wood.

In the water it moves six miles an hour 
forward or backward, as required, propelled 
by sidewheele. On land it is propelled by 
having a cable drum, on which is coiled 
five-eighths of a mile of steel wire cable, 
which is fastened with pulleys to a tree or 
some object in front, the boat moving as the 
wire is coiled up. The boiler is hung on an 
axle in the centre, and a screw arranged on 
the front enables the fireman to tip it for­
ward and back and keep it level going up or 
down hill. It will move over an elevation of 
one foot in three on land, and draws about 
28 inches in the water.

ledicated t>y His Lordship Bishop Rogers 
-f Chatham, N. В His Lordship and his 

secretary, Rev. Father Knight, the Jesuit 
Fathers, Doherty and OBiien, Father 
Thomas Daly, and Father Thomas Grace 
arriving on Saturday evening, were driven 
at once to the residence of the Pastor, Rev. 
XV. J. Mihan and during dinner we-e seren­
aded l.y the Amherst Cornet Band. On 
Sunday morning at 10 30 the dedication 
ceremony began by a procession of clergy 
going around the exterior of the church in 
the follow ihg order ;

Cross bearer, Acolytes with candles; Altar 
boys and Visiting clergy.

Rev. Fathers Doherty and Daly chanters. 
The Bishop ot Chatham in cope and mitre 
with pastoral staff. After sprinkling the 
exterior walls with Holy water and reciting 
the psalms and prayers prescribed by the 
ritual, the clergy entered the church and 
proceeded to the Sanctuary, chanting the 
Litany of the Sainte. The interior of the 
church was then blessed and the dedication 
ceremony ended.

High mass was celebrated by Rev. Father

Filth-Removing Capacity of Rivers : — 
A continuance of his studies on water pol­
lution has given Prof, von Pettenkofer no 
reason for changing his long held opinion 
that sewage may be safely permitted to flow 
into a river if its volume is not more than 
one-fifteenth that of the river water and its 
rate of flow is decidedly greater than that 
of the current. Though Munich had nearly 
350,000 inhabitans in 1890, yet the pollu­
tion ef the Іьаг by the city’s sewage was not 
long ago computed at only one-millionth of 
the discharge of the river—a pollution so 
inconsiderable that it cannot be detected, 
by the eye in an experimental mixture. 
Even this is not permanent, for at five miles 
below Munich the sewage influx is no longer 
to be detected, and at less than twenty five 
miles below it has lost nearly all its power 
of pollution, as shown by chemical and bac­
teriological tests. The purifying action of 
rivers is ascribed to the oxygen dissolved in 
the water in a free state, and this 
•reased by ordinary water vegetation, which 
should not be destroyed.

LAST ACT IN A REMARKABLE CRIMINAL CASE.
Sing Sing, New York, May 8.

Carlyle XX\ Harris, the murderer of Helen 
Potts, paestd his last night on earth without 
unusual agitation. His self-control was re­
markable. He rested well daring the night, 
arose early and ate a light breakfast. The 
death warrant was read to him at 8.30. He 
displayed indifference and the jreading did 
not noticeably affect him.

1 p. m.—The flag announcing the execu­
tion of Harris was raised at 12.43 o’clock.

On reaching the execution chair, Harris 
dropped into it without even a look of curi­
osity at it. He asked to be permitted to 
speak, and the request being granted said in 
a weak voice : “I desire to say I am abso­
lutely innocent.” These were his last words. 
He settled back in the chair, his arms and 
legs were strapped and, all being ready, the 
deadly current was turned on. Death was 
instantaneous.

The current was on 532 seconds. The 
electrocution was an entire success.

[The crime for which Harris suffered 
death excited intense interest throughout 
New York State. Harris was only about 
24 years old. Three years and a half ago he 
met Helen Potts at a seaside resort, and 
made love to her. The young people were 
secretly married in February, 1890. The 
girl, who was 18 or 19 years old, went to 
boarding school, and there died suddenly 
on February 1, 1891.
