The institution of the feast of Pen-
tecost commemorates the birthday of
Israel’s nationality, although from the
names quoted from the Bible we easily
infer that it was originally intended
to be an agricultural festival, as a day
of thank offering to God for the bounty
of nature. In course of historical de-
velopment other ideas, higher and
nobler than those of the first, became
the sole underlying motive for the in-
stitution of the feast of Pentecost. It is
the «commemoration of the day on
which God hlessed Israel with the
foundation of everlasting truth, the ten
commandments. With all our hearts we
are grateful to God for the bounty of
nature, for the bread and butter He

blesses us with. Still more do we praise
Him for the gift of religion, for the
grant of reason and the boon of dis-
cernment that elevates man to the su-
perior statior in the world’s creation.
This was a great time of harvesting,
not of barley and wheat but a harvest
when the eternal doctrines, laws and
statutes: were gathered in by our
patriarchs and prophets, by our sages
and savants, afterwards by all Israel
and still later by other nations. The
four thousand years since their pro-
mulgation on Sinai did not render them
irrelevant, not diminish their potency.
On the contrary they have gradually
become more cogent and telling. On
the day they were uttered they inspired
six hundred thousand people; today
they communicate inspiration to many
millions of people, the majority of
whom are not Israelites, for this prec-
ious gift had been carried by our an-
cestors in all parts of the world, clasp-
ed in their arms. Wherever they wan-
dered to, the peopld recognized their
worth and value. It formed the nucleus
and foundation of all legislation, civil
as well as religious. :

Let us mar the great event of this
day when we are all assembled here to
bring our thank offering, to exp>csS
words of gratitude to God for the har-
vest 'of His mandates, laws and
statutes. Were it that the Pentecost
had been instituted to commemorate
the extermination of myriads of ene-
mies, the conquest of thousands of cit-
fjes, the subduing of numerous nations
to our rule, then indeed might there
be many who would feel that they
could not rejoice at our rejoicing, that
they could not share in our festivi-
ties. They could only see distress in
our success and their bereavement
would be our achievement. But in the
feast we are celebrating today, and in
truth in all our festivals, we do not cel-
ebrate the disruption of political com-
munities, the glory of an individual and
the downfall of our antagonists. Nay,
we celebrate right, not might, altruism
not egotism. We behold in the event
of this day a solemn prest against
absoluteness of power—a people of six
huné@red thousand souls in number,
now set free from thraldom, raised
from under the lash of the cruel task
masters, the shackles loosed from their
wrists. They march toward the Mount
Sinai to receivé the first lesson on
equality and to avow fidelity to a con-
stitution that draws no line between
man and man, prince or peasant, mas-
ter or servang, native or alien, There
they stand with Learts full - of awe,
with eyes glittering with joy when the
Divine voice thunders fortkk the tea
mandates, the words of everlasting
truth, for they contain the elements of
life-giving virtue.

\With all this, one should not enter-
tain the idea that by observing the
ten commandments he will fulfll all
{he requirements of religion. This I8
truth but not the whole truth. We must
keep all that the commandments ex-—
press, but also mcore. They are the

foundation, but not the building; they
dc not contain -he solution of all mor-

Sermon by Rabbi Bernard L. Amdur, of Hazen Avenue Syno-
gogue, Delivered Friday.

form our moral judgment, to decide
our course of cenduct. Oa them
build our character, by them we solve
the complex moral prcblems which da-
ily confront us, growing out of the is-
sue of life of incessant conflict be-
tween duty and desire. They still re-
main unimpeached, the invincible and
everlasting truth. BEech one of the
commandments is a masterpiece of ar-
tistic ingenuity. In a few succinct lJines
it pictures a lesson of matchless po-
wer. They are old pictures in new
frames; they have withstood the wear
and tear and the sever: tests and cri-
ticism of all zges. I cannot expatiate
Jargely on the subject in this short
hcur. A few llusirations will sutfice
for today. Let uas look upon the first
picture. It represents the political fife
of antiquity. The background shows
the massive massonary of BEgyptian
pyramids, pompous palaces and tem-
ples. There power is absolute. The
masses are slaves of toil, bearing un-
bearable burdens. They ' are driven
harshly and relentlessly to their tojl,
for them there is neither rest nor mer-
cy, no matter how they stagger and
fall in their very foot prints, .yet
hounded to the last vestige of their
strength until they perish like beasts.
Amid the striking contrast to all this,
the Divine words are thundered forth.
“] am the Lord who brought thee out
of the house of bondage,” Around this
ancient picture there is a frame of
carved workmanship. It portrays the
world’s efforts to enlarge the sublime
precept of freedom, by which men pav-
ed their way for liberty from Egypt to
America, for man in the exercise of his
high moral freedom has made “himse'f
co-worker with the God of lsrael. Thus
the enslavement of man by his fellow
man is now doomed forever.

The second picture places before us
the religious life of the ancient world,
their mad practices, the solemnization
of their mystic rites, All the world in
groves and temples prostrates itself,
some before the brutal force of nature
on earth, some defy the multifold
heavenly bodies, the emblems of the
Sun God. The frame of this old pic-
ture illuminates to us the brilliant
light of Intellect and reason, against
the mystery and superstition of blind
faith. It imparts a noble lesson on
purity of thought and true conception
of religion proper. “Thou shalt mnot
make unto thee any graven image of

anything that is in heaven above, that |

i{s in the earth beneath”—heaven above
— earth beneath two extremities. In
the intercourse with the world we are
daily confronted with two remote ex-
tremes in the views of life. There is
a class whose aim is to monopolize the
kingdom of heaven. They foster the
nation that prayers uttered and cere-
monies performed are paramount. It
will condone all wrong committed on
earth, some are under the impression
that hymns, holy breathing, and a
thousand and one amens will vouch-
safe to them pleasant slices of heav-
enly bliss. Even they have done noth-
ing for humanity; mouth service, lip
devotion are the only agents to secure
the keys of heaven. There are others,

They worship
the earth and its hosts. These two re-
mote degrees are iniquitous to God,
religion is a tree of life. We have the
trees that bear fruit, its folige gives
shadow in the heat of the day,
the fruit is its culmination; thus the
fruit of the just is not to pray sanc-
timoniously and make our genufiec-
tion, go through all ceremonies, then
have our }ves spent in vain nothing-

ness; nor to think that we fuifill our
mission in this world by shunning all
divine practice without learning our-
selves and imparting to the children
the moral lessons obtained in the house
of God. A spoonful of charity cannot
buy the religion given to our ances-
tors thousands of Yyears ago, for
which they have paid the highest
price—for is there anything higher and
dearer than life? and which they up-
held until the present day even at the
point of the sword. It must be creed
and deed, regard of God and man.
Then there are the last five command-
ments. They all suggest a picture
of the crudest and most primitive civ-
ilization, subject to every disorder.
Life and health, home and wealth,
character and possession are not safe
until the stern mandate of God ought
to restrain in the solemn “Thou shalt
not kill.” Hardly do we feel the ne-
cessity of these commands. In the
present age when education and civ-
ilization penetrate the mind of the in-
telligent world, who feels the want wof
it? 1t is indeed a very low scale of
society to which such command is
necessary. If I should recommend 0
you a gentleman as being one highly
reputed stating the merits that ac-
counts for his reputation that he never
committed murder, he has never been
incarcerated for larceny or felony and
never was 'imputed for beating his
father and mother, would it redound
to his credit? You may as well ascribe
to him the merits that he
owns two feet and hands and
an olfactory organ in the centre
of his face—yes this picture seems to
be very old. But there is a new frame
finished in the most artistic manner.
It shows that the obverse of each com-
mand is appliable even to the modern
world, while in the primoral days the
fundamental “Thou shalt not kill” was
required. The civilization of today
adds to the negative its positive and
demands also that thou shall sustain
and support life, uplift the fallen, sup-
port the shaken, nurse the sick, aid the
dependent. Our greatest hero is not
the swordsman, but he that discovers
some mode of alleviating pain. Israel’s
motto is peace, and if it were necessary
to combat for our faith and law, the
pen shall take the place of the sword,
conduct character and pure life should
be our weapon, our opponent shall not
be slain but -enlightened and the con-
quered not humiliated but converted
into a friend. In ages gone by relg-
jous instruction was imparted with fire
and sword, but our religious instruc-
tion is the fire of Sinai, which ignited
the human heart with virtue and love
of God and man. The foundation of
the covenant is religion most refined,
its object is humanity and peace. Su-
perstition has no hold on it. Science
can be encouraged by the most pious
and sincere. The pursuit of gain with—-
in lawful bounds is permitted, nay, en-
couraged by our law. Pleasure, too,
may be moderately enjoyed. What is
prohibited? The extremes and excess-
es, when too much world is at heart,
too much craving must be gratified,
too much ambition nutured, too much
wealth to be amassed, wealth that
knows no limit even at the boundary
of the grave. The gentleman with the
mine of wealth, being conscious in his
last moments, sent for the undertaker,
arranged his funeral and cheated him
in the bargain. Money, of course, is
the power that moves the revolving
wheel of the world’s activities, but it
should be used as a means, not as an
aim, as a way that leads to a good
purpose, for, should that cold and life-

| 1ess metal be warmer and more vivaci-

ous than the human heart and mind?

adoration of the law, in character, be-
nevolence and charity all can minister
simultaneously and perpetually.

There is fleld
enough to act harmoniously in righte—
ousness. Thus can everyone be as a
priest, and the whole nation a kingdom
of priests when all endeavor to act vir-
tuously and induce others to do like-
wise. Let the memory of this day
strengthen our will and renew our
moral force and may thesold pictures
of the ten words be framed In our
minds, not as a vague and distant ab-
straction, but a real present power for
good and truth.

EXPENSIVE PRIVILEGES
OF TITLEDCM

The elevation of Mr, John Morley and
Sir H. H. Fowler to the British peer-
age is probably as pleasing to them-
selves as it 18 to their thousands of
admirers; but each of the gentlemen
so honored will have to pay a fee of
at least $1,000 for the privilege of add-
ing the title of “Viscount” to their
names, which is the cost of letters-
patent . for & Vviscount of the United
Kingdom,

For higher rank the fees amount to
more. The new Duke of Devonshire
for instance, when he comes to take
the necessary letters-patent which will
fully entitie him to his own, will have
to pay $1,750 for the same, in addi-
tion to paying away an immenss for-
tune in the shape of death dues. 24 4
the change had been that of a mar-
quessate the fee would have been
$1,500. A newly-made earl pays $1,250,
a baron $750, and a baronet $500.

A BILL FOR $8,750.

These fees, however, are-only part
of the expense entailed by a man who
is honored with a title. The cost of
investiture, heraldry, etc, consider-
ably augments’the amount. 1t may be
remembered that when Lord Roberts
accepted his earldom in 1901, and was
subsequently given the Garter, he
was presented with a bill of $8,750,
which at first he strongly objected to
ray. )

To the average reader it will proba-~
bly seem absurd that when such re-
wards for serving the country are
granted the recipient should so suffer
in pocket. It is not so bad nowadays,
however, as in the time of James I,
for instance, who mulcted his baronets
pretty heavily for their privileges.
They were obliged to each maintain
thirty soldiers for defence purposes, or
pay into the Exchequer an, equivalent
sum, which amounted to $5,475 Dper
year. Furthermore to be qualified for
the honor in those days, one had to
be “a gentleman born” and have @&
clear estate of $5,000 per annum.

Originally the fees were pald to cer-
tain officers of the State connected
with the business of investing a man
with his title, but they are now more
in the nature of dutles, and are paid
into the Exchequer, thus helping to
swell the revenues of the country. Re-
cently it was proposed that a further
tax on titles—$50 per annum for a
knight, $500 for an earl, and $25,000 for
a duke—should be imposed, and some
irresponsible people have even dared
to suggest these titles should be put
up to action and sold to the highest
bidder.

HELD UP FOR $18,

As illustrating the curious demands
made upon a man who becomes &
titled personage, it might be mentioned
that at the beginning of the year 200
celebrities; who, within the last four
years, have been granted the privilege
of prefixing their name with *Sir,”
each received a letter from the Walker
Trustees, Edinburgh, asking for a sum
of $16, which, it was said, was due in
respect of each gentleman’s creation
as knight of the United Kingdom. In
the case of a baronet $25 wasg de-
manded. When inquiries were made
it was found that the Walker Trustees,
of whom very few of the titled gentle-
men had ever heard, had purchased
the rights of the Heritable Usher of
Scotland, one of the many functionar-
jes scattered about the United King-
dom who were entitled to perquisites
