A SAD ACCIDENT.
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The Death of Miss Amy Gould
Parrsboro.

Pt

(Wolfville Acadian.)
The Oddfellows’ excursion to Parrs-
boro yesterday by the steamer Bruns-
wiek was marred by a terribly drama-
tie incident, which has saddened tha
whole town. One of the excursionists,
Miss Amy Gould, teacher in the public
schools at PFitchburg, Mass., while
rambling on the cliff at Partridge Is-
land presumably became unnerved and
fell to the rocks below, being instant-
ly killed. Miss Gould, in company with
a friend, Miss Gifkins, also of Fitch-
burg, bought her ticket in the morning
with what semed a premonition of
danger, as she remarked to Mr, Shaw,
“You will of course guarantee that this
will not be a repetition of the Slocum
disaster,” the horror of which so
stirred the whole world a few weeks
since. The reply was a characteristic-
ally humorous satire on American
methods, The same sense of impend-
ing fatality seemed to possess the un-
fortunate lady, when, in company with
her friend, she saw she had ventured
too far to return with safety, and when
to advance seemed equally hazardous.
For when she realized her danger she
said, “I feel I am going to die,” and
dropped over the cliff, her life being
dashed out on the rocks which faced
the bluff. Her friend swooned, and was
only rescued by the prompt action of
Mate Blenkhorn of the Brunswick, who,
aided by J. M. Shaw, secured a rope
around a tree and dropped over the cliff.
catching Miss Gifkins by the shoulders
and bringing her to a place of safety:
She was so utterly prostrated by the
shoek, however, that she was unable
to give evidence at the inquest which
was immediately held by Coroner Rand,
Miss Evelyn Bishop of this town saw
the danger of the two ladies and heard
the last despairing cry of Miss Gould
before she fell.

Their contention is that it is
not advisable or desirable that they
should operate this new line that they
are about to construct. By what pro-
cess of reasoning can it then be argued
that it is advisable or desirable that
the government should buy the Can-
ads BEastern?

The Canada Bastern, which extends
from Chatham to Frederictan, has not
been a money-making road. Its road-
bed and rolling stock are far below the
standard of the Intercolonial, and it
will involve a large outlay over and
above the purchase price %o bring it
up to the government standard. When
that is done, if a service is given on
the newly purchased road which will
compare in frequency and other fea-
tures of train equipment and service
it will be more likely to add to the
already large deficits in the working
of the government system than to de-
crezgse them. Nor is there any known
necessity for the government purchas-
ing this road other than a political
one. The consistency of the transac-
tion with the attitude of the, cabinet
in regard to the transcontinental rail-
way is not therefore apparent.

Had the government purchased the
New Brunswick and P. E. Island
Railway instead of the Canada Fast-
ern a much better defence could have
been made. It would have made the
Intercolonial still more worthy to bear
that name by affording a highway to-
ward this Island, and with a ferry at
the Capes wauld practically extend
the Intercolonial to another province
in addition to the three which it now
connects. But, of course, it would also
be inconsistent with the theory that
