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EIGHT MINERS KILLED
~ IN SYDNEY EXPLOSION

One of Worst Disasters in History of Cape Breton
at No.3 Colliery of Nova Scotia Steel and Coal
Co.--Charred Bodies Found Clustered Together
~Cause Remains Mystery. ;

Special to The Standard.

Sydney Mines, Jan. 2.—One of the
Worst mining disasters in the history
of Cape Breton occurred today at No.
8 colliery of the N. S. Steel Company,
bringing death to 8 men, who perish-
zd in the pit in the early hours of to-

ay.

Not since the memorable explosion
of 1878 which occurred in the Winning
Pit has such a calamity disturbed
the community, as broke the still-
ness of this morning, when it was an-
;;mmced that Sydney No. 3, was on

re,

The Winning disaster cost the lives
of six men, and occurred while R. H.
Brown, now of Halifax, was the man-
ager. On that occasion a large num-
ber of men were in the pit, of whom
all but six were rescued,

The explosion today occeurred about
four o'clock in the morning when
Under Deputies Archie Ferguson and
Harry Purchase went into the mine,
as Is the daily custom, to see. that
everything is all right, Ferguson and
Purchase were accompanied by six
workmen, making preparations for the
starting of the mine. After they had
entered the explosion occurred, and
the village of Florence was turned in-

to a frenzy.
Pecple rushed to the colliery and
Supt. T. J. Brown, was immediately

summonded,

The superintendent got into touch
with the mining department and Mr.
Johpstone accompanied by Robert
Robson and other officers, scon had
the Dragger apparatus upon the scene
and in a few minutes all the available
workmen on the plant were combat-
ting (he fire which had broken out.

Six Bodies Found.
For eight hourds Manager Johnstone,
assisted by Inspector Nicholson and
John W, Johnstone, worked down up-
on No. 11 lift and finally succeeded
in finding the charred bodies of the
six shiftmen clustered together and
80 burned that it was impossible to

reach No. 14 lift in the hope of recov-
ering the bodies of Deputies Fergu-
son and Purchase, but owing to the
deadly gases they were compelled to
retreat. Inspector Nicholson speaklug‘
to The Standard correspondent said
that he had never seen such a tan-
gled mass of ruins jn a colliery and
by the appearance of the inspector
when he emerged from the colliery it
looked as if he had been in the fight
himself,

Supt. Brown gave instructions ear-
ly in the day to place every facility
at the hands of the workmen and from
early morning to mijdnight willing
workers were on the scene.

In’ the drizzling rain, hundreds of
people gathered around the pit head
until a late hour and never before
was such a scene witnessed in the

peaceful suburbs of Sydney Mines

Hn,ré and there little groups of men
were discussing the situation and in
the home of Ferguson and Purchase
children were weeping awaiting the
home-coming of the bread winners
who would return no more,

The explosion caused a heavy fall
of stone and coal from the roof at
No. 1% landing, which cut off and
imprisoned the men who were in that
portion of the mine at the time of
the explosion.

Work of Rescue.

volunteers went into the pit and en-
deavored to dig their way into the
place where the men were entombed.
The rescuers included a corps of men
equipped with the Dragger life saving
apparatus under Robert Robson.

The rescuers worked until their
forts were rewarded by making
opening into the ruined portion
the mine and the bodies of the
tombed miners were found.

Two of them were probably killed
by falling stone or coal, as shown by
marks on the head, while the others
were suffocated by the deadly gases
after the explosion.

The report of th2 explosion was
not very loud, and though it was dis-
tinetly heard throughout the town,
many thought it was but the result
of blasting. Soon large crowds. gath-
ered near the colliery, including
friends and relativ the unfortu-
nate men in the mine, and their grief
was shared by the hundreds who
stood by awalting news of the progress
of the rescuers.

Owing to th> early hour of the aceci-
dent, only a few men were in the
mine. If it had occurred a few hours
later, it is quite probable three hun-
dred men would have been sacrificed
instead of eight souls. T. J. Brown
has mnotified Undertaker Francis to
take care of the dead bodies and see

How the explosion could have oc-
curred is a my 'y, It would be
practically impossible for it to hap-
pen had the regulation closed lamps
been used.

All who were in the mine at
the t'me are dead and no explanation
may ever be obtained, 2
