4 r a"When I first went to Egypt to 
live, about twenty years ago, resi­

The English community was 
small, perhaps 300 or 400 souls at 
the outside, and their residences were 
scattered over a wide area of many

“Mrs. Jones had called; but where 
did she live? Right away on the other 
side of the city, down the riverside 
road, under a gateway, through a 
cotton repository and then into a 
one storied flat bungalow surrounded 
by gardens. And Mrs. Smith where 
did she live? Out en the desert, two 
toiles from nowhere In a corner of 
the old soldiers" barracks; no ad­
dress, no read, no signposts.

" Still you had to find It, and in so 
doing you nu de great friends for 
your pains, and everybody absolutely 
knew everybody else.
