Mr. Gil­
christ said yesterday that the number 
of enquiries for farms under the Set­
tlement Act coming In from the Old 
Country was Increasing rapidly, and 
that the Indications were that next 
year the board would have its work 
cut out finding ready-made farms to 
meet the demand.

Authorities very Success­
ful in Efforts—Old Coun­
try Men in Majority.
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60 So far this year the Provincial 

Immigration Department has located 
1,100 new settlers In New Brunswick. 
As compared- with the preceding year 
this shows a considerable Increase 
in the stream of Immigration to the 
province. In 1912 the total number of 
immigrants settling In the prmrlnce 
was a little over 800. The aim wf the 
department has been to brin^ out peo­
ple who will settle on the land, and 
stay here. Officials of the department 
eay a large percentage of those 
brought out recently have been old 
country farmers with 
of capital, and that the amount of 
wealth added to the province by Im­
migration this year will 
the hundreds of thousands.

In pursuance of its policy of secur­
ing farmers who are likely to 
land In the province, the Immigration 
department has shown considerable 
care In the selection of the immi­
grants, and has avoided the methods 
adopted by some of the western prov­
inces, whose sole aim has been to 
pump in Immigrants regardless of 
what might become of them: In prac­
tically every case the provincial Immi­
gration authorities have undertaken 
to find farms for new settlers who 
wanted them, or to provide employ­
ment for those who wanted experience 
before deciding to take up farms on 
their own account. Every effort has 
been made to give the Intending Im­
migrant a fair impression of condi­
tions here, and avoid the possibility 
of giving the province any undesirable 
advertisement. A4 at result of this 
policy the men who have located here 
have not been disappointed, and the 
letters they write to the Immigration 
officials indicate that they are well 
satisfied with the conditions and pros­
pects, and will become good publicity 
agents through thçtr letters to friends 
in the old country.

The I. C. R. is making arrangements 
the installation of a telephone 

train despatching system on the St 
John and Moncton sections. Tenders 
are being invited for the running of 
two copper- wires between St. John 
and Moncton, with telephones Id the 
despatches’ offices and in each sta­
tion along the line between the two 
cities. . , .

The I. C. R. has not yet tried the 
system of train despatching by tele­
phone and the Installation on the line 
between St John and Moncton will 
be the first experiment in this direc­
tion. The C. P. R. has tried the tele­
phone system at the St John end of 
its lines, and .also on Its Lake Super­
ior section, and the results have been 
so successful that the government 
has been satisfied that It is desirable 
to Introduce the telephone system on 
the I. C. R. After a trial on this sec­
tion it is likely the telephone system 
will be extended to other sections of 
the government road.

In addition to this change the I. C. 
R. is arranging for the installation of 
the automatic block system between 
St. John and Moncton, and on other 
sections of the road.

Mr. Gutellus took charge of 
the L C. R. It was announced that 
there would be a grade revision of the 
entire road, and a start will be made 
on the Cape Breton section as soon as 
the necessary expenditure is authoriz­
ed. Surveys are now being made be­
tween River du Loup and St. Flavie 
where the grades are heavy, and at 
other places. In the meantime the 
government is building new stations 
at Bathurst, Sussex and Truro. The 
station at Truro will be one of the 
finest in th^ Dcpit^Lon.
