Athens, Greece, Monday, Sept. 11, via London, Sept. 1-2.—The French flag which 
was hoisted pver the French legation here has been hauled down, out of deference to Greek • 
opinion, though the guard of French marines remains. The British minister to Greece re­
fused the offer of a legation guard, considering it unnecessary.

Premier Zaimis offered his resignation to King Constantine this afternoon. He 
pleaded that owing to the constant difficulties arising of late he was unable to carry out 
negotiations of the greatest importance for Greece, and which were imperative at the pres­
ent moment. At the request of the king, and on receiving an expression of confidence, 
from the representatives of the Entente ministers. Premier Zaimis has finally withdrawn 
his resignation.

Greek Minister Expresses Regret
Paris, Sept. 11.—The Greek minister called at the foreign office today and exprès 

sed the regrets of his government for the violation of the French legation at Athens.
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"The Finance Minister referred to

“There Is not a Frenchman,” he con­
tinued, “who does not feel It is his 
duty to bring to the etaite at least a 
part of his resources to assist in the 
national defense. The confidence of 
the nation Is never questioned, and at 
present It is stronger than ever. No 
one in FYance, or out, doubts that vic­
tory is certain.

Ottawa, Sept 12—It is quite prob­
able that in view of the shortage of 
labor throughout the country the 
work of constructing the new parlia­
ment building will be delayed until 
the war Is over and that other public 
works where not absolutely essential 
at the present time will also be delay­
ed until then.

The members of parliament were 
comparatively comfortable in their 
quarters at the Victoria Museum last 
session and It is thought by some that 
no great discomfort would be expe­
rienced if the commencement of the 
new structure were left for a year or 
two.

Another work which it has been 
proposed to discontinue is the new 
Welland Canal.

Only Half Hour to Take Whole Front 

Une.
Paris, Sept 12.—The FYench infan­

try started a vigorous offensive today 
along a front of six kilometres north 
of the Somme, from the Combles re­
gion to the river, and in half an hour 
took an entire first line of German 
trenches, says the official communica­
tion issued tonight. Another portion 
of the French forces cabled a system 
of trenches along the road from Be- 
thune to Peronne. Prisoners to the 
number of 1,500 had been taken when 
•the report was filed. Elsewhere on 
the front there was only artillery ac­
tivity.

The text of the statement follows:
"The battle continued today north 

of the somme. Our infantry deliv­
ered a vigorous offensive on a six 
kilometre front between the district 
south of Combles and the river. The 
attack started at 12.30 In the after­
noon and developed rapidly, thanks to 
the spirit of our troops, who in less 
than half an hour captured the whole 
of the first line German trenches.

"Subsequently pushing eastward 
with the same vigor, we took suc­
cessively Hill 145, Marrleres Wood 
and the whole system of trenches as 
far as the Bethune-Peronne road, 
which we now touch from the south­
ern outskirts of Bancourt to the dis­
trict south of Bouchavesnes. Further 
south we pushed our lines on to slope 
76, west of Feullleaucourt

"Up to the present the total num­
ber of prisoners reaches 1,500? These 
Include numerous officers.

"South of the Somme the artillery 
fighting was violent in various sec­
tors, without infantry action. There 
was an Intermittent cannonade on the 
remainder of the front.”

KING SENDS MESSAGE 
Of REGRET FOR QUEBEC 

BRIDGE DISASTER

Ottawa, Sept. 12.—A cable from 
King George dated Windsor Castle, 
September 12, to the Duke of Con­
naught says:

"I am deeply concerned to hear 
of the Quebec bridge disaster and 
sincerely trust that the Loss of life 
Is not heavy."

A cable was also received from 
A. W. Smlthers, chairman of the 
G. T. P.. expressing sympathy on 
behalf of the board of directors to 
which Sir Robert Borden replied.

Cheers for Roumanie.

"Victory must bring peace worthy 
of France and worthy of her' heroism 
and sacrifice.”

Paul Desohanel, president of the 
chamber, opened the sitting with an 
eloquent tribute to Roumanie, which 
he called the preserver of the ancient 
Roman ideas of justice. The entire 
-house arose to its feet and cheered 
Roumanie. A. E. Lahovary, the Rou­
manian minister, who was in the diplo­
matic box, bowed his acknowledgments 
repeatedly amid tumultuous demon­
strations.

The feeling of parliament today ap­
peared to be In singular contrast with 
that on previous openings since the 
beginning of the war. Complete.con­
fidence in tiie trend of military affairs 
seems to have replaced certain cur­
rents of criticism which hitherto have 
affected minority parities.

Premier Briand has decided one day 
each week shall be set aside in the 
chamber for cabinet members to reply 
to interpellation» on the conduct of 
affairs.

Resuming their offensive to the 
north of the Somme river In 
France, the French forces have 
again emaehed • the German line, 
captured front line and other 
trenches and taken about 1,500 
prisoners. The new attacks, com­
ing after aeveral days of compara­
tive calm In the region where 
for weeks past violent fighting 
had been In progress, were made 
on the front from the town of 
Combles to the river. So vicious 
waa the thrust of the French that 
It required only half an hour for 
them to overcome the resistance 
of the Germans and make them- 
jkslvee masters of 3% miles of 
F^t-llne trenches.
'ILatar east and osutheast of 

Combles they seized additional 
trenches along the Bethune-Per­
onne road, which leads from Per­
onne northward through Bapaume 
and Arras to Bethune, placing a 
serious Impediment in the way of 
the Germans for the movement 
of their transport from the north 
to Peronne, and making the 
French position north of Per­
onne seemingly a menacing one.

On the British end of the front 
end on the remainder of the line 
hold by the French only mutual 
bombardments took place.

RUSSIANS CHECKED, BERLIN 

SAYS.

Berlin reports further progress 
for the German and Bdlgarlan 
forces under command of Field 
Marshal Von Mackensen in the 
Dobrudja region ef eastern Rou­
manla.

Attacks by the Russians in 
east Gallois and on the Lower 
Stokhod river In Russia have 
been repulsed by the Austro-Ger- 
man forces, according to Berlin 
and Vienne. Petrograd reports 
that In the Carpathians the Rus­
sians have captured aeveral addi­
tional strategic positions, but 
Vienna denies the assertion, aria 
declare» that all attacks there 
were repulsed.

The usual bombardments and 
small skirmishes continue in the 
Auatro-ltalian theatre. The Turks 
and Russians are still at grips in 
Asiatic Turkey, with both sides 
claiming successes.

Italians Drive Enemy Back.
Rome, Sept. 12, via London—The 

Austrians made an attack on the 
Trentlno front last night in an en­
deavor to' recapture positions taken 
by the Italians on Sunday. The war 
office announced today 
tack was repulsed and that further 
progress had been made by the Ital­
ians. Following Is the announce­
ment:

"In the zone between Vallarsa and 
the head of the Poslna Valley yester­
day the enemy, after a heavy bom­
bardment, attempted to retake the 
positions which we captured on Sun­
day. The attack was Immediately 
driven off. Our troops progressed in 
Vallarsa and In the Upper Poslna 
Valley.

One Spanish and Three Nor­
wegian Steamers Reported 
Sunk—Four men are Miss­
ing.

In Matter of Quebec Bridge 
Contractors Bound by the 
Terms of Agreement with 
Government tq. Finish Job.

Penseance, England, Sept. 12.—The 
Norwegian steamer Polynesia has been 
sunk, and her captain and 23 men of 
her crew have been lauded here. Four 
other members of the Grew, who left 
the Polynesia in another boat, are 
missing.

The Norwegian steamship Polynesia 
left New York August 25 for London. 
She was of 4,054 gross tons and was 
owned in Laurvig.

London, Sept. 12.—The sinking of 
the Spanish steamer Luis Vives is an­
nounced by (Lloyd’s shipping agency. 
Her crew was saved by the Dutch 
steamer Urakatau of Amsterdam. 
Lloyds also reports the sinking of the 
Norwegian steamers Paru of 2,029 
gross tons, of Bergen, and of the Fre­
da vore, of 1,618 gross tons, of Farsund.

The steamer Luis Vives of 2,394 
gross tons, was owned in Valencia, and 
sailed from Cardiff on August 26 for 
Almeria.

The Norwegian steamer Furu ar­
rived at 'Bougie, Algeria, on August 6, 
from Newport. The Fredavore was 
last reported arriving at Newport from 
Seville, Spain, on August 14.
