back from that from 2000 to 3000 feet. The description

by metes and bounds also mentions Block 50. This also is Lot

50 which commences at the water's edge and extend back from

2000 to 3000 feet. These are the lots which were ceded by the

Indians and the Indian Department to the Town of Sarnia and

are lots similar in frontage and depth to the present lots 44,

43, etc., in the present Indian Reserve which is immediately
