“Industrial Evening,” Moves
for New Peace Call

New York, April 6—Under the auspices
!of tne National Civic Federation, more
| than 300 men, representing all grades of
| employers, employes, capitalists, profes-
| sional men and theorists, assembled at the
| home of Andrew Carnegie last night for
what Mr. Carnegie termed an “industrial
| peace evening.”
| During the evening Nicholas Murray
| Butler, president of Columbia University,
| caused something of a stir by declaring
{in tne course of a speech that the Na-|

tional Civic Federation , should call a
world's peace conference in this country
l in the near future for the purpose of has-
tening a better understanding throughout
the civilized world between employers and
employes.

His suggestion was enthusiastically re-
ceived, and many persons expressed the
opinion that under Mr. Carnegie's roof
had been made the beginning of one of the
greatest movements for the betterment of
industrial conditions in the history of
civilization. Although no definite decision
was reached last night, it was said by
| members of the civic federation that in
all probability immediate steps would be
taken toward bringing together delegates
from all countries in the world for the
great industrial peace congress.

Wants All Warfare Ended.

Dr. Butler began by talking of the great
wmovement of the civilized world to do
away with war and said there would be
little use of abolishing political warfare if
industrial conflict was to go on between
employers and employes. Upon this point
he said:

“Why should we not seck to promote
the cause of industrial peace by methods !
similar to those which are now making!
headway in the interest of  political orl
governmental peace? To interrupt the |
production of wealth by industrial wars is
to spread sorrow, suffering and loss over
| large number of the population, those not
| immediately concerned in the struggle be-
ing affected as well as those directly in-
terested. Industrial wars arose from two
distinct causes, from struggles between
labor and capital, and from struggles on
the part of labor to free itself from limi-
| tations and conditions not primarily im-
! posed by capital, but dué to outgrown and
| putworn methods of work and to the tra-
ditions of a time which' paid little atten-
tion to the moral and' educational uplift
ing of those who labor With their hands.
| “Jt is often urged that however strong
; may be the impulse which leads us to fa-
{ vor the removal of these obstacles and re-
| strictions to a better “condition for labor,
| yet not much can be done by one state or
I one mation alone, because of the fact that
| the demands of international trade and of
| competition' prevent reforms being insti-
tuted in on¢ nation unless others comcur
and acquiesce.

“[f this objection is sound ,and indeed
whether it be sound or not, if it is seri-
ously urged, why should not the nations
of the carth undertake to forward the
cause of industrial peace by formal inter-
national conference devoted to that end,
at which the nations shall "be severally
| represented by men as able, as thoroughly
familiar with the problems and as repre-
sentative of all parts of the population as
are those who are to assemble at The
Hague to discuss the problems of political
sace?

“The National Civic Federation could, |
[ in my judgment, do no greater service to!
| mankind at this moment than to urge!
| upon the government of the United States;
the making of a formal proposhl to other |
nations of the world to assemble at no
distant date in international conference on
industrial conditions and industrial peace.
The same united force which has made |
such rapid progress, in advancing the |
world’s education and the world’s science |

Welcomed by Mr. Carnegie.

As host, Mr. Carnegie, at 9 o'clock took |
his place in front of the big pipe organ !
1 the main reception hall and made a
brief address to his guests. ‘“This,” said |
he, “is an event I shall long remember. |
We are calling this a peace evening, and
| peace, like charity, should begin at home. |
| Before striving for the world’s peace let |
. ug do something toward it here at home. |
That's the best way to achieve it abroad.”

Ile talked of arbitration in industrial |
matters and said that union men and em- |
| ployes should never act as judges in their |
| own disputes, any more than a judge on
the bench should be allowed to pass upon
2 matter in which he 1s personally inter- |
ested. 1t was his experience, he said, that
in labor disputes most of the trouble arose
| from the tfact that neither side saw things
| clearly. but from prejudiced standpoints.

“Nations,” e continued, “should not be
allowed to disturb the whole world with
their disputes, and no trade or branch of |
employes or employers has the right to
disturb the whole industrial community
with its quarrels. Men say, ‘Well, shall 1
allow a man to insult me, to dishonor me?
| That is all nonsense. My friends. no man.|
| was ever dishonored by another. He can- |
| not be. Only what you do yoursclf ever |
| dishonors you.”
