More-
over, Sussex is one of the best agvicultural
distriets of New Brunswick, and sheep-
raiging and chicken-farming are also prov-
ing_ paying investments.  The higgest
chicken farm, by’ the way, s the preperty
of a one-time Western man.

But in quite as beautiful spots, and more
easily attainable, are the pretty “shacks”
opposite’ Rothesay and on the ‘Long Isl-
and” near-by. These can be rented for
from $30.to 850 (sbout £6 fo £10) for the
season, while butter, milk, eggs and fresh
vegetables can all be procured upon the
spot. “And such butter!” said one, who

_ had spent the summer on Long Island,
with an emphasis which left no room for
doubt as to the quality of the product.

That/the New Brunswicker finds time
to enjoy himself is further proved by the
fact that a shooting box is beeoming a
necessary and coveted possession of the
St. John sporting man. The attractions
it offers in this land of furred and feather-
ed ‘game are alluring indeed.

“I’'m off to my shooting-box next week,”
said one gentleman to me, “for a ten days’
delight. You know, it’s only a nine hours’
run from the city, but I can practically
sight the grouse, black duck, snipe and
moose from my back door, for it’s in the
heart of the forest primeval, Please, don’t
mention ‘the name,” he added laughingly,
“for T don’t want its seclusion invaded.”
By the splendidly managed I. C. R. Ocean
Limited, however, only one night on the
road separates the New Yorker or West-
ern Ontario sportsman from other equally
favored spots, for the hinterland and
waters of the beautiful Nerepis, though
not this particular spot, furnish all the
above attractions, plus a variety of the
finny-folk as well.

Above the more or less constant rush of

, life in general sounds surely every little
while the mmpelling note: “Come ye your-
selves apart and rest awhile,” and to those
who heed the note no two more desirable
places could be found than Rockwood Park
and Fern Hill Cemetery. The latter, miles
in extent, stretches out on one side to

dark and solemn forest land. -The other
side overlooks the hills and spires of the
distant city; but seeming, with its wide
view and limitless horizon, so far away
from the city’s strife and limitations. A
fitting “spot, indeed, for at least one of
those: whose: earthly tenement Ties buried
here. Before a handsome . red-granite
monument, pyramidal in form, my eyes
were atrested by the following inscription.
On one side it ran:: -

“He was ordained by the Church of
Scotland in 1838, and deposed in 1846. His
aim was to be an able Minister of the
‘New Testament, not of the letter, but of
the epirit; for ‘the letter killeth, but the
spirit maketh alive.’ ’

On the other side were the words:

“This monument was erected by a few
friends and admirers of the deceased.”

And on the other:

“To the memoty of Wm. Thos. Wishart.
Born in Edinburgh, June 9, 1809.. Died in
St. John (N. B.), Jan. 12, 1833.”

He had ben ordainéd at twenty-ninc
years’ of age, served in fhe church for
only eight years, when he was deposed,
and lived. enly seven years -after this—
years mo doubt saddened by disappoint-
ment—then laid at rest! It suggested
pathos, if net tragedy, fortitude, and per-
haps a noble courage, and at least one
capable of making and retaining sincere
friends and admirers. I inguired further,
and learned that.‘“he was indeed a fine
man, but very umorthodox.” “A noble
character,” ete. “After his deposition his
friends built him another church and
gathered round him, founding a body
known as ‘The Wisharites.'” “Later,
many of them were buried round at the
foot of his grave.” ‘Was this onme of
God’s big men?’ we ask. Too big, per-
haps, for the narrowness of the times?

A short conversation with the keeper of
the cemetery & few minutes beforc had
suggested the thought, “How narrow still
the times to those who have gone béfora!”
T had ‘inquired, as directed, for the Eng-
lish church portion of the cemetery, and
this  broad-browed, broad-shouldered Scot
had admitted regretfully: “Yes, the Epis-
copal church did consecrate a special por-
tion for its own, and other churches are
grouping their dead in other special parts,
but Fern Hill was intended to be non-
sectarian, and was consecrated in the first
place for all denominatipns alike, Indéed,;
should not the whole earth be consectated
ground?”’ he added. “For the first con-
secration was by the Lord when He made
it and pronounced it ‘good.’” i

‘Rockiwood Park is another of Nature's
beauty spots, aver 500 acres in extent. It
also overlooks the city; and as we wound
up and up its wooded heights, glen and
glade and lakes innumerable varied the
scene and delighted the eye, reminding
one vividly of the Highlands of Scotland.
From the highest spot one:gets a width
of view which is at once calming and
inspiring.. Before us lies not only the sur-
rounding country and the Bay of Fundy,
but far off we sec the hills and inlets of
distant Nova Scotia; and gsomehow, with
this wide view before us, our mind reverts
to Thomas Wishart.

But I was in St. John just before the
elections, and every subject and every sight
was sandwiched in or bound about by a
heated argument on reciprocity! Needless
to say, perhaps, that that issue, here as
elsewhere throughout Canada, was the
dominant topic of conversation. Indeed,
it seemed to be reciproeity first, last, and
all the time; and I almost despaired about
extracting any ordinary information about
the country itself. In the street car ore
day I heard a man whisper to the small
boy on his knee: ‘“Which do you want,
Teddy, reciprocity or mno reciprocity ¥’
And mother and father laughted delight-
fully when Teddy, apparently having pro-
fited by previous recitals, lisped back:
“Wess-+possity!” Like many other things
that Teddies want. though, Teddy did not
get “Wess—possity.”

However, reciprocity or mo reciprocity,
New Brunswick—and particularly St. John
—ig evidently joining with zest in the most
remarkable march of our age—viz. the
“Hands all round’ of twentieth century
world-commerce.
