And whereas the amount of the whole 
rateable property of the said Municipality 
irrespective of any future increase of the 
same and also irrespective of any income to 
be derived from the temporary investment 
of the sinking fund hereinafter mentioned, 
or any part thereof, according to the last 
revised assessment roll of the said municipal- 
ity, being for the year of our Lord one 
thousand eight hundred and sixty two, was 
one million seven hundred and eleven thous­
and two hundred and ninety-nine dollars.
