You need not 
fear Taylor any more, for I have fixed 
him with the red dog.”

Yerkins exclaimed : "You don’t mean 
to say you have murdered him, do 
you ?" to which she replied, "He came

Amendment to Regulation of October 
Last.

Toronto, Feb. 12.—Am order in 
Council was passed on October 
11 last in reference to the authori­
zation of text-books, requiring that be­
fore application is made for the authori­
zation of any text book the book must 
have been in circulation for at least six 
months for examination by teachers, in­
spectors and other educationists.

At the last meeting of the Cabinet 
Council this order was amended as fol- 
lows :—"Subject to the preceding sub- 
section, the Minister of Education may, 
when a change in text-books is deemed 
desirable, submit to a committee of the 
Educational Council for examination and 
report any or all books for which such 
authorization is sought. In the case of 
text-books to be used in the public 
schools the hereinbefore mentioned com- 
mittee shall consist of not more than 
five members, two of whom shall be the 
public school representatives on the said 
council, and one a public school in- 
spector. In the case of text-books to 
be used in high schools and collegiate 
institutes, the committee shall consist 
of not more than five members, of which 
the high school representatives on the 
said Educational Council shall be mem- 
bers."
