Excrusion oF Cartunuics rrom Tue Poor Law
Conrmission.—The Irish Catholics have received their
answer from the Government. They demand protec-
tion for their religion, by adequate safegnards in the
administration of the Poor Law ; the resnlt of their
appeal 1o the justice and wisdom of the Executive is,
the removal of all the Catholic Poor Law luspectors,
with one solitary exception. It has been deemerl ex-
pedient 1o remove five of the sixteen Inspectors, aud
it so happens that every one of the five marked ou! is
a Catholic. There are eleven Protestant Inspeetors,
including several Englishmen ; but not one of them
has been piaced upon the rejected list, All the uffi-
cers of this class who have been served with notice to
quil have the misfotlune to be Irishmen, and, so far
as the good things of this world are concerned, the
unfaverable repute of being Catholies. When those
five gentlemen shall be weeded out, there will be but
one Iuspector of that denomination—rumely, Mr. W.
P. O’Brien, which will just serve as the single excep-
tion to prove the rule of general intolerance in the
exercise of Government control over the Poor Law
System in Ireland. The religious grievances cunnec-
ted with the administration of the Poor Law have
been accumulaling, amd e cases of complaint are
rapidly increasing. KEvery newspaper exhibits the
rampan! pretensions of proselytism. Buot thers are
many cases of sore oppression.against conscience that
never came before the public.  We aie acquainted
with the facts ol one case, in a northern union, which
strikingly exhibits the want of protection or sympathy
for Catholics a1 the Irish Poor Law Board..  A- pauper
child whose father was a Catholic, was registered as
belonging to that religion by her mother, who, although
a Prolestant, carried out the wishes of the deceased
father. After three years had elapsed from the regis-
try of the books of the workhouse, the religion of the
child was changed, on the ground that the mother had
been a Protestant. A remonstrance was made to the
guardians, but without effect ; thenthe Commissioners
were appealed to, but they gave no redress ; and now
it Is in contemplation to bring the question before Lhe
Court of Queen’s Beneh. And it is when the entire
Catholic community are in a state of excitement at
the manner in which those charitable institutions,
supporied by a heavy poor law tax, are abused for
sectarian objects that every Catholic but-one, employ-
ed in a vost of influence and responsibilily in the
administration of the law, is to be removed. From

at least one of the union wgrkhauses, in a western_
and Catholic district, the Sisters of Charily have been.

ignominionsly expelled, without any allegation of a
fault, or of 2 bieach of any rule of the institntion.—
Suoeh is the manner in which the puor law has been
administered in Ireland.—Evening- Post.

Tliereiwas also found in "Wil-
liam’s bed-room four sides of carrion, having the ap-
pearance of pig’s flesh smokedried, bot unfit for haman
foad, ' The bread in.the house was-found to consist of
bean-meal and potatoes. The aftair having become
known, a erowd of: persons corgregaied round the old
man’s dwelling, apd had-it not been for the inerferance
of the police, they. would soon -have . demilislied’ the

premises. The prisuner was remanded.—News of the
World. ’ :
