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Resolved, That this House do immediately resolve itself into the said Committee.
The House accordingly resolved itself into the said Committee, and, after some

time spent therein, Mr. Speaker resumed the Chair ; and Mr. Brodeur reported, That
the Committee had gone through the Bill, and directed him to report the sane without
any amendment.

Ordered, That the Bill be now read the third time.
The Bill was accordingly read the third time.
Resolved, That the Bill do pass.
Ordered, That the Clerk do carry the Bill to the Senate, and desire their concur-

rence.
