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Largest crowd of the year on hand to see YOrk victory

The York Yeomen hockey team

stormed to an early 3-0 lead on their
way to a 5-3 victory over the Brock
Badgers last Thursday at the York
Ice Palace. The 250 spectators, the
biggest crowd of the season, were
treated to a chippy, aggressively
played game.

The Yeomen were led by the scor-
ing of Rick Morocco and Dan
McLaren and by the stalwart goal-
tending of Mark Applewaite in

The prettiest goal of the game
belonged to Morocco. Adam Par-
sons fought off two defenders, sho-

velling the puck to Morocco who
threw a backhand into the top right-
hand corner of the net. Morocco fin-
ished the game with two goals and an
assist.

McLaren potted two goals, giving
him 10 for the season, and Rick
Simpson had the other to round out
the scoring.
