Whooping Cough. .

Jacob Sobel gives the results of his
own experience with the paroxysms of
whooping cough treated by pulling the
lower jaw downward and forward.
Pulling the lower jaw downward and
Torward - coutrols  the “paroxysms of
whooping cough in most instances and
most of the time. The method is usual-
ly more successful in older children
than in younger ones and infants. In
cases without a whoop the expiratory
spasm with its asphyxia is generally
overcome, and in those with a whoop
the ldtter is prevented. It is as suc-
cessful as any single drug, of even
more so. Mothers should be instructed
in its use, so that attacks, especially
at night, might be arrested. The ma-
nipulation is harmless and painless.
Its only contraindication is the pres-
ence of food in the mouth or esopha-
gus. Patients thus treated are less
likely to suffer from complications and,
sequelze than those treated only medic-
fnally. Itis advisable to try this meth-
od in other spasmodic coughs and
laryngeal spasms —New York Medical
Record.

Home Shampoo Sreeds Earache.

“One reason why women are troubled
with earache more generally than men
is their method of drying the hair after
a home shampoo,” said a doctor. “They
dry it with a fan, which is quite proper,
but the way they use the fan is entirely
{mproper. Instead of wielding that so
