The circling year has brought us to that
point upon its path at which we renew the
* pleasures of inteilectual recreation ” under
the auspices of the Young Men’s Christian
Association ; and it is not too much to say
tbat the Association we have named has in
the six years of its existence contributed at
least an equal amount with any other liter-
ary institute ever established in Halifax to
the mental gratification of the general pub-
lic. The popularity of its lectures has never
waped. They have been of all orders of
merit, from the superlatively excellent down
at least, to speak within the limits of becom-
ing reserve, to the positively indifferent.—
Bat the failures have, as yet, been few;
and, occurring only at intervals, bave not
operated prejudicially to the interests of the
Association—which comes before us at the
opening of its seventh course with all the
promise of unimpaired efficiency, and in-
creased in influence by the prestige of a suc-
cessful past. Of the reception which this
Associgtion has met with from the com-
munity which it has sought to benefit, it
certainly bas no reason to complain. Its
overflowing audiences have been largely
formed of the very class for whose good
it was especially designed, The youth
of the city have flocked to its meetings.
All this is well. And our humble supplica-
tion t6 the throneof grace is that these good
signs may continue to be manifested ; and
that the assembling together, year after year,
of youog men and maidens to hear from
Christian lips the sentiments of Christian
hearts, may not result alone in intellectual
recreation, but be productive of lasting
spiritual benefit.

We are quite sure that the pious men
who stand out before the pablic as) pro-
minently identified with the Young Men’s
Christian Association of Halifax will no’

Funeral Sermon.

of his holy office, bis lively faith and bis exem-
plary patience, must bave felt the appropriate-
ness of the selection as the basis of a sermon oc-
casioned by his death, We cannot presume to
give a sketch of the sermon, which dealt with the
tendency to supi in the service of Christ,
so generally, alas | exbibited by those who have
taken his name upon them, although giving at
the outset ot their race the promise that they
would run well, and defendea the duty enjoin-
ed, of emulating the example of those who
through faith and patience are mow inberiting
the promises. In his delineation of the char.
acter of the departed, the preacher touched in
brief but empbatic terms of admiration upon
those rare and estimable traits, by which the
grace of God in him was so cicarly demonstra-
ted,—his q bless zeal, his u ing toils, bis
love of the brethren, his constant habit of
thanksgiving to God, so that one could not be
at any time five minutes in bis company with-
out hearing from his lips rome grateful recog-
nition of his heavenly Father’s beneficence.

William Croscombe was one of those men
whose lives are the most effective antidotes to
‘infidelity, seiting forth in living reality the
beaaties of holiness, He was one of those men,
too, to whom Nova Scotia was most largely in-
debted for the spread ot scriptural religion. His
memory with that of others who bave gone be-
fore bim skould be perpetuated by some lasting
record.

Letter from Canada.

From our own Correspondent.
Caxapa, October 31st, 1839.

A celebrated, sarcastic Baptist minister of
England once described the thoughts of another,
as a * continent of mad.”’ Whether Cunadian
politics are a continent or a sea of mud, I shall
not say ; sufficient it is to know, that by constant
stirring and splashing they are moddy enough.
It cost the Province a rebeilion in 1887, and,
subs2quently, many a legislative contest, to get
Responsible Government; and, in 1859, the
discovery is made, that wbat was formerly the
sole and infallible MacKeuzie specific for social
woes, isnow, like many other universal remedies,
wanting in adaptability and efficacy. 1 adbere
to my privilege of political neutrality as your
Correspondent, and shall not take a party on
this gnestion, and will satisiy myself with a state-
ment of facts as they are. One reaton assigned
for a speedy abolition of that system is, its in-
sufficiency. Anotber leaves the sufficiency intact,
but gives prominence to abuses of it by Governor
and Exccutive. The larger class of dissentients
with no little show of sound . logic, allege the
dominancy of Lower Canada, and Lower Canada
Romanism, onder the present system, and the
haugbtiness and injustice with which Upper
Canada is treated, and the likelibood of present
evils continuing. Here there is a fallacy with a
probability, for as the House of Assembly is at
present constituted, Rome has not a prepon-
derance of members ; far otherwise. The ques-
tion, then, will be asked, What is it gives Rome
sway ? The answer is, The recreancy of Pro-
testant members. The pretexi for the recreancy
is, the quiet of Lower Canada, and the satisfac-
tion of Papists. Such a pretext is worse than
visionary in practice ; for when and where did
concession satisy Rome, or abolish disquietudes ?
Certainly not in England, where there were so
many guards against Rome ; and certainly not
in France, Austria, or Canada, where every
concession adds to Rome’s audacity and violenge.

The pet, specious resource of the Canadian
Protestant Opposition, I believe, is, a * Conven-
tion” sbortly of delegates from different parts of
the Colony, very much after the American type;
and the programme of the coming Convention—
(auti-British cognomen!)—it is said, includes,
first, the disseveration of the existing political
union between Upper and Lower Canada : the
formation of two or more colonies in Canada, and
then the Confederation of all. This scheme, it
is conjectured, will guarantee us Repiesentation
by Popuiatioo, a fair School Law, (a non-requi-

site) Administrative Justice, (much needed) and !

an bonest, Protestant Executive, (which we bave

not) and make Western Canada a paradise and

an Eldorado ;—too much to be accomplished |
this century ! 1 suppose it would save us from |
Papal brow beating—and it is worth a Confede- |
ration to abolish that forever,—But our inland
position would give Lower Canada—with the
wouth of the St. Lawrence, an offensive controul
over us- Oar lakes, canale, railroads, liabilities
and various secular interests, seem to dictate a
united Canada, il practicable.

One of the most curious political displays ever
bebeid in Canada was lately seen in the Toronto
St. Lawrence Hall. The professed object was,
to vindicate Mr. McGee, a papal M.P.P., against
certain traducers; and I know not how many
petticoated priests were there, and “ very” ven-
erable Vicars General, with smiling letters of
approval from Bisbop Mary Cbarbonell, and
others. Knowing the arts of Jesuitism, I would
not severely blame a bystander who might in-
sinuate that the whole show was to bewilder and
deceive. Just about that time the Papal Hier-
archy of Canada bad come out witha condem-
nation of Mr. Brown and bhis coadjutors, and
their political propositions ; and Mr. McGee is
notoriously one of Mr. Brown’s most eloquent
suppofters. At this meeting Mr. McGee lengthi-
ly and adroitly declared his faith in, and affection
for,Mr. Brown,and Brown Dorionism ; and Vicar
General Bruyere spouted a d-ntal enco-
mium on Roman Catholicism, and virteally wade
the Papal Hierarchy a succession of sanctificd
aposties, and the Middle, or Dark Ages, all radi-
ant with “ Catholic” wisdom, purity, and love,
—which, as brought by bim into contrast with
the glorious nineteenth century, makes the past
a Papal blessing, and the present a Protestant
pestilence. Bamboosz!ement perfected ! The-
atricals extraordinary !

Commercial anticipations are becoming more
confident, and it is enlivening to witness the
quicker movements of farmers, millers, merchauts,
and barv-' makers since the harvest. Orchards,
after the frosts, were not expected to be productive.
Potatoes bave been considerably damaged by the
rot: still, there is an abundant supply, and at
moderaterates. The price of wheat is advanced.
It,#: not satisfactory to have it reported that only
about 8,000 emigrants reached Quebec last year,
aud of those many, I fancy, have not settled in
Canada. The number used to be 40,000 a year,
besides persons coming by American ports. It
is but candid to attribute the decline partly to
Fraser River, und mainly to our commercial and
agricultural depression for two years ; and that
removed, the old number will likely flow in
yearly. The cause alleged by some persons is,
the mal-administration of Canada Land affairs ;
and I sbhould not wonder. Anotber cause, I
think, is, the domineerings of Rome bere ; and
what Protestant Earopean likes to come to be
subject to baughty priests ?

The late Provincial Exhibition of animals,
agricaiture, borticalture, and art at Kingston,
would, I conceive, have been reported as supe-
rior, bad not Toronto, not long ago, ouisbore
everything of the sort, with its Crystal Palace,
(a new thing then) and immense crowds from
distant townships. Clarke bas again carried off
the prize of &100 for “wheat, and I cannot tell
bow many prizes were obtained by worthy rustic
ladies and tbeir lords. :Competition in grains,
roots, dairy products, manufactures, needle-mani-
pulations, and the fine arts was most conspicaous ;
and a judge of cattle stalls and horses must have
been constrained to say, that the meadows of
Canada have about done with the lank and thrift
less milkers and ragged steeds which stalked
connoisseurs not many years ago. Besides the
Proviacial Exposition, the enterprising men atd
wemen of several townships bave been bringing
aut their stock of borses, cattle, sheep, fruit,
flowers, and butter, cheese, and needlework, at
local shows, and I do pot believe that their en-
thusiasm and were e ded at the more
imposing exhibitions. What public displays do
your ploughmen and dairymaids make in the
Atlantic British Colonies ?  Answer, to gratify
us.

Queenston Heights near Niagara Falls bas
just witnessed an excellent array of military aad
other persons, met to inaugurate a second Monu-
went to the lamented General Brock, the first
baving been blown down by a vandal from the
States. The monument is exceeded in beight by
only one or two similar structures, and speaks
weli for the loyalty, and esteem for the brave, of
the whiteand red friends of England in Canada.
General Sir Fenwick Williams of Kars was pre-
sent, and modestly addressed the assembly ; and
the official, bearty and eloquent oration of the
day was delivered by Sir Allan McNab. This
work of respect and patriotiom adds much to
Canadian scenery on the beautiful Niagara
River ; and a tourist need not demur at uying,
the Queen of Great Britain possesses not a Col-
ony where love for ber Majesty is more beartfelt
than in Canada,

Railroads, of course, have suffered from the
protracted general depression here, and nome,
perbaps, more than the Great Western : now all
are resuscitating their prosperity. The Norib-
ern, connecting Lakes Ontario and Huron, is
doing exceedingly welil, and it will cause no sur-
prise if in five or six years a double track is a
necessity for the North Westgtn trade. I learn
from the Pilut that the equjpment of the Grarcd
Trunk consists of, 200 Locomotives, 133 Pas-
senger Cars, 52 Baggageand Pest Office Cars,
1063 Covered Freigbt Cars, 1068 Open Piat-
form Cars, 216 Cattle Cars and Ballast Wag-
gous, 34 Snow Ploughs, and that 300 more
Freight Cars are ordered. I have it on reliable
testimony, that the Paesenger Cars of Canada
are much more comfortable than they are in
Eogland. I suppose we shall soon have it an-
nounced that the Grand Trunk Line is complete
from Portland to Lake Huron—tke Bridge in-
cluded ; and then for business! Already sever-
al men bave daringly passed from one end of the
Victoria Bridge to the other. Canada’s outlay
of between ten and twelve millions of pounds on
this great road, tells the world what she thinks
of her capabilities and destiny. Now for a con-
tinuation of it across the Rocky Mountains to
the New Westminster !

An Iron Works of magnitude are being pre-
pared by Gzowski & Co., at the Don, Toronto,
for the re-making of worn out and discarded
rails for the several Railways ; and buildings are
being erected, and farnaces, and engines ; and it
is estimated that forty tons of rails will be com-
pleted daily,—thus saving Canada the trouble of
sending old iron over the Atlantic for re~manu-
facture. The Grand Trunk is erecting a spa-
cious Engine House on the Toronto Esplanade ;
and on all the roads temporary bridges are giv-
ing way to others of stoneand iron. Sleeping
cars are coming into fashion ; and they are loco-
motive luxuries. The Union Station at Toron-
to is a scene of bustle and recognition.

Something is attractive in Canada, for I see it
stated. that recently 33 cars brought 2,000 visi,

tors from Boston, Lowell, and other Eastern
places. Our American bretbren bave only to
come and look us in the face, for they and us to
be in future good neighbours. i

We of Canads thankfully accept the follow- |
ing specimen of Nova Scotian egotism from the
pen of your Dr. Cramp:—* Nova Scotia bas
laid Canada under obligation. Sbe gave M'Gill
College its Principal—Dr. Dawson. The largest
book selling establishment in the city is owned
by Mr. Benjamin Dawson, also from Nova Sco-

tia. And Mr. Diane, whose photograph por
fraits is everywhere admired, is a Nova Scotian
—a mative of Barrington. Everybody knows
that General Williams, the Commander of the
Forces is one of oars”” ' 1think I could add an
agreeable Wesieyan supplement to this glowing
enumeration.

Letter from Newfoundland.

From our Correspondent.

The prevailing irregularity in the trans-
mission of our local mails, will have pre-
vented my former letter, I fear, from reach-
ing its destination until a fortnight later than
was anticipated at the time of its despatch
We bave been visited by a succession of
gales which have effectualiy reversed every-
thing like order in travelling operations;
and caused no little damage and confusion
amongst the shipping of the Colony. Anin.
stance of this has just been communicated
tous. The packet Unicorn engaged in car-
rying the mails to Twillingate, has been
wrecked on the rocky shore of Green Bay,
hurrying into eternity two of the passengers,
one of them the serjeant of the St John's
Poiice and the otber the son of the captain.
Thomas Knight, Esq, extensively known
as a respectable Wesleyan, and member of
the House of Asscmbly, escaped by a mira-
calous interposition of Providence ; the ves-
sei’s boat having been swept away at the mo-
ment of his relicquishing his hold of the
wreck from extreme exhaustion. One wave
washed him into the boat, and the next bore
him safely to the beach, By bis prompti-
tude in summoning the adjoining inbabitants
the” remaining lives were saved by great
exertion and at considerable risk.

The ministers who bave been engaged in
the various services which have transpired
since Dr. Richey’s visit amongst us, have
bad their quota of difficulty in connection
with the weather. The Couception Bay
steamer was compelled on one occasion toseek
shelter under Belle Isle, where the passen-
gers landed, and remained for the night.
You may form some idea of their situation
when I say that two of their number were
selected to prepare the evening’s repast,
which consisted of such viands as a fishing
locality could afiord. These, I must not
owmit saying, were Nova Scotians, the one a
shipmaster and the other a merchant ; and
the gratitude of the company was conveyed
to them in a vote of thanks for their kindness
and tact in the culinary art. The company
then reclined on the floor for the night ; min-
isters, merchants and shipmasters being pro-
miscuously arranged in one common resting
place.

Dr. Richey has pursued his varied and
responsible duties with admirable energy,
and universal acceptance.

REV. JAMES DOVE.

With solemn gratitude to Almighty God
I would on this occasion desire to acknow-
ledge my connection with Wesleyan Metho-
dism from my earliest childhood. My parents
were members of the Methodist Society and
for many years falfilled the office of class-
leader.

Believing howevsr that I was called
to devote myself fully to the work of the
ministry, after much consideration accompa-
nied with prayer for Divine guidance, and
consulting with my pastors, | offered myself
to the home conference, was approved, and
sent forth to labour in this land in connec-
tion with the Eastern British American
Coaference.

In the various circuits on which I have
been, I have felt bappy in my work, and |
believe the Lord has given me some fruit to
my feeble labours ; for this I would be very
thankfal.

If I know anything of my own heart, my
desire is to be made more holy,to be a use-
ful minister of Jesus Christ, to possess * the
gift of power” by which alone I can be
made an able minister of the New Testament.

I am (hankful that | am permitted to ex-
ercise my ministry as 8 Wesleyan Methodist
Preacher. It is the church of my fathers
—the charch of my choice—I prize our
doctrines, I admire our discipline, I rejoice
the Lord is with us a people, and earnestly
long for our more abundant prosperity.

* We bave to-day seen a letter from Mr. Camp-
bell dated the 18:h inst., in which he says—* The
Protestant Alliance men attemped to bura’ me
out last week, but only succeeded in destroying
two out-houses with their contents. Loss about
£300 No insurance.”

We are amazed at such a statement as the
above, and cannot conjecture what could have
possibly induced Mr. Campbell to pen so outra-
geous a charge. We have been informed, on
the best auihority, that Lis political opponents in
Baddeck—if .they be the persons he means, in
the foregoing statement— were amongst the first,
if not the very foremost, and most active, in sub-
duing the fire.

From Late English Papers.

Tbe Convention made at Villafranca between
the two Great Powers engaged in (Lo late Italian
war has now assumed the more formal appear-

ance of atreaty ot peace, signed at Zar:ch by
the Plenipotentiaries, and will receive the rat
fication of the goveraments interested, in the
course of another fortnight. By the treaty, an
avalysis of which has beea pubished, but the
text of which will be withbheld until the ratifica-

tion takes place, Lombardy is 1o be transferred
to Piedmont on the payment of ten millions stg.
to Austris, and two miliions and-a-half to Pied-
mont—in otber words, twelve millions and a-half
sterling are to be added to the national debt of
Victor Emmanuel’s Government, in return for

the territory won from Austtia, and ceded to
him by his royal brother of France. Another
article declares that the possescions of the Pope

are 1o be secured by tLe contracting parties, but
be is to inaugurate a system of governmen® suited
to the wants of the population, and the Powers
are to aid him in the reform of the Siates of the
Charch. It is declared that the States of Italy
which did not take part in the war are 10 remain
unchanged territorially, and what are termed
the “ rights " of the expelled Dukes are guaran-
teed by France and Austria. Another article
stipulates for the establishment of a Confedera-
ticn of all the States of Italy, and the formation
of a Federal army, the object of which, the
treaty declares, is to “ preserve ihe independence
and mtegrity of ltaly, and insure the develop-
ment of her moral and material interes's.” Bt
Venetia, although it 1s to remain nomina ly un-
der the rvle of Austria, is to form part ot the
confederation, and partake of its ad vantages,—
The other clauses relate to subordinate matters :
but it is specially declared that Austria sl re.

tains Mantia and Peschiera, although she pre-
fesses to give up Lombardy to Piedworn’.

It is thought that the terms of this I'reaty wiil
not be by any means satisfactory to the people

of Northern and Cer.tral ltaly.

The European Times, in an article on this
subject, says:—* It the Treaty is palatable to
them, they will soon make their tealings known.
It they interd to treat it as 80 much waste paper
they will assume an attitude (00 deiermined to
be mistaken. We are on the eve of important
events, respécting which, 1n the present state of
the political atmosphere, we cannot remain long
ignorant. The part which the Emperor of (he
French will play in the fresh act of the drama
on which the curtain is now rising will decide
his position n histcry. The obstinacy of mon-
archs bas, ere now, covered the earth with gore.
He professes to know his age, and his knowi dgpe
wllI‘l"roun be tested—glosiously or fatally for him-
sell.

Tue “GREAT EAsTERN"—The London
Observer says:—“ Notwithstanding all the ru-
mours and confident asscrtions to the contrary,
the annouscement that the great ship would, L
fare the end of October, be far upon her voyage
to the United States will be found to be correct,
As at present decided, the vessel will leave
Holyhead on the 24th inst.
