He bhad never been to
church, as, indeed, he had scarcely ever lived a day
off the ranch. He had the vaguest idea of what a
clergyman was or did. But he loved this woman very
much, “ané,.sadlling his horse, he rode off fifty miles
to the nearest hamtet-ang brought back a preaching
man almost literally at his haﬂlge-bo' w, The ranch-
man assembled all his cowboys to Witiess  fhis
strange ceremony.
