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According to official announcement
there are, at the present time, 4,538,000
women and girls employed: in classified
trades that are under the jurisdiction of
the British Board of Trade. These figures
are exclusive of women employed in small
trades and on the land. Domestic ser-
vants are also excluded.  All' hospital
helpers, Red Cross and other nurses are
not counted. Taking all classes of British

ed in'Great Britain betore the war began
and these were mostly in textile mills.
The report for 1917 gives 198,000 in
government ‘offices exclusive of civil
service and lecal government. The latter
two employed 146,000. Munition workers
numbered over 800,000; workers in chemi-
cal and engineering plants, 200,000; land
workers, 100,000 (with an additional 30,-
000 called for this summer) and thousands
as mechanics, motor drivers, ambulance
drivers, street car and omnibus operators,
cab drivers, every sort of railway work,
letter carriers, bank clerks, and office
workers of every kind. Recruiting goes
on steadily in all these lines, and the
response has been to the tune of 15,000 a
week.

The spirit of these women is wonderful.
Difficult work and .dangerous work is not
shunned but taken up cheerfully. Extra
hours are taken as a matter of course.
“We’re not tired!” is their motto, and
when holidays are mentioned the reply is:
“What will our men at the front do if we
go holiday-making?” Girls who never
tied their own shoes nor stuck to any-
thing ‘continuously for thirty minutes,
work contentedly through a long day for
weeks and months side by side with their
former maids or women from the fields.

Skilled workmen have been glad to

teach these brave and plucky women the
secrets of trade efficiency: Excavating
tor factories, actually laying "the bricks
and doing the carpentering is being done
every day in order to release men for the
front.
__“Farmereéttes” is a name whlch carries
a pleasant suggestion of picturesque em-
ployments but too often it stands for such
unlovely tasks as cleaning pigsties or
such nerve-racking work as tending
horses when one is actually afraid of the
creatures. '“Make the most of yourself
and be worthy of ‘the trust that has been
placed in you,” was the British  Govern-
ment’s advice to applicants for service in
the Woman’s Land Army. Not one of
the more than 5,000,000 women engaged
in war work has failed to heed the
message.

This grant, which consists
of £14, was founded by the celebrated
Aretic explorer, the late Admiral Sir
George Back, ' for the reward and en-

‘It will be remembered that Captain
Bartlett commanded- the motor schooner
Karlukon which the Stefansson expedition
left Vﬁctona in the spring of 1913 to carry
out exploration in thg Beaufort Sea ' and
the Arctic regions. The ship was caught
in the ice, and during the winter of 1913-
14 drifted across the Arctic Ocean and
was finally crushed and sank some dis-
tance north of Herold Island. Captain
Bartlett took charge of the suryivors in
the ice camp and led them safely to
Wrangel Isfand. - Acconipanied by one
Eskimo, he then undertook the dangerous
ice trip across the Straits to the Siberian
mainl‘and, and then overland to' Emma
Harbor, where he took passage for Alaska
to advise the naval department of his
companions, :

As the result of his courage and skill
in undertaking this trip, relief parties

Karluk were brought to civilization.

Captain Bartlett is a native of New-
foundland, and has made several expe-
ditions northward. He took part ‘in_two
of Commander Peary’s veyages, and in
1908-09 took a teading part in a sledge
expedition toward the north pole as this
famous discoverer’s right-hand man. He
has been further north than any other
Brmsh subject.

Just at the time women forsook the:r
chosen work in order to help “ carry on”
or just as they have been able. to demon-
strate - the superior advantages which
their special training has given them they’
are being rewarded with wide-open doors
where hitherto they have been confront-
ed by closed portals. Nurses ' and
V.A.D’’s, women doctors like Elsie Inglis
angd hundreds of others rushed to help: in
the world’s crisis. Men watching the
work, have said : “ Take all you wish of |
medical training. You are . welcome.
The profegsxoq is safe in your hands.”
Universities are admitting women on
equal terms with men for medical  traih-
ing. McGill; at Montreal, is the latest
addition to the list.

Coming almost as a shock is the an-
nouncement that Cambridge University
has broken/ away from its conservative
position, taken in1897, at which time the
Senate of Cambridge University voted to
reject the proposal to admit women to'the
titles of degrees although’ not hindering
women from qualifying for those degrees.
The subjects necessary to a Cambridge’
B. A. could be pursued by a woman and
the credits which would cause that degree
to be conferred on a man might-be won
by a woman}mt the most she could : hope
for was a mere certificate which was not
the degree. It has come about, however,’
that a woman who has thus “qualified”
for a degree is entitled to a place on the
Parliamentary register and may. vote for
University members of the House of
Commons. This fact breaks down the
barrier of years. The last vestigé of an
objection has been swept’away by the
women themselves at a time when. they
were least thinking of such a thing. It
has been showni that Cambridge-trained
women are a national asset of no mean
importance in. professions not ‘%asily
recruited. Medicine, teaching, scientific
research, public administration have all
needed these women and have profited
decidedly by the fact that the women
were available.

To-day there is practically no objection
among Cambridge graduates to admitting
women to degrees the same -as " men.
They are proposing to admit women as
equals,of men in matriculation, keeping
terms, admission to examinations, and
degrees ; they.qust be matriculated from
such colleges and public hostels as Girton
and Newham Colleges. 'Fees for women
and men shall be ‘the same, and the
women'’s hostels'shall be responsible for
certain other fees. This provision as to
fees would add considerably to the Uni-
versity’s finanices.:-Women may qualify
for any office of the University and every-

dress will be open to women. 'The things
are not included in the main demand
hieh is only that the; Council of the
senate shall be. asked to nominate a
syndicate to repgrt on  the measures
necessary in order to admit women to
full membership-of Cambridge University.

- The new Order define sul\:stitutes for
wheat as corm, oats, barley, rice, rve,
buckwheat, tapioca and any mixture of
same; potato flour; bran shorts, oatmeal
tolled oats, corn meal, corn starch, hominy,
qom grits, rice meal, and potato meal.

On and after July 1st one pound of
wheat  substitute must be used by all
bakers, confectioners, and public eating-
places with every nine pounds of standard
yvheat flour in making any bakers’ pro-
l‘lucts and the same rule shall apply to
every pemn in Cafiada who bakes bread,
rolls, or pastry for private consumpuon
On and after July 15th'in all Canada east
of Port Arthur the proportion is to be in-
creased to one pound: with every four.
In port Arthur and the West this increase

oi the quantities of substitutes available.

It is provided in this Order that on and
after July 15th mno. licensed dealer shall
sell for private’ consumption east of,  but
not including, Port Arthur, white flour to
any person who does not purchase from
him substitutes in the proportion of not
less ‘than ome pound to two pounds of
standard flour. West of Port Arthur the
proportion is kept at one pound substituté
to four pounds wheat flour. The brand
“Victory Bread” is to be affixed - to every
lodf as a guarantee that the .prescribed
amounts of substitutés for standard wheat
flour are beihg included’ therein. ' Bread
not bearing this label may be seized, and
any person violating /the regulation is
liable on conviction to a penalty not ex-
ceeding $1000 and not less than $100, or
imprisonment for a period not exceeding
three months, or both fine and imprison-
ment. Fines are to be paid to the muni-
cipal officer who secures the conviction
or to the Provincial Treasurer, whdre a
Provincial Officer secures the convictien.
