BEING. TALKEL
OVER BY CABNET

Premier Urges Members
Not to Drag Question
Into Discussions.

— —

London, Sept. 15.—After six weeks’
recess Parliament reassembled yester-
day, the first session developing noth-
ing notable except the Premier’s flat
refusal to discuss conscription pro-
posals. ’

The Prime Minister will move to-
day a vote of credit variously estima-
ted at from $750,000,000 to $1,250.000.-
000.

Official admission that the Cabinet
’is seriously debating the subject of
i cocnscription was made publicly for
the first time in the House of Com-
mons yesterday aiternoon. The sub-
ject was raised when the motion for
adjournment was made: It was
brought up by both the opponents and
the advocates of conscription, Premier
Asquith finally arose and announced:

“This is not a matter which has'es-
caped the attention of the Govern-
ment, When the Government, with-
out undue delay and with due deliber-
ation, which the gravity of the subject
demands, have arrived at their con-
clusions they will be presented to the
House, and will then become the sub-
iect of Parliamentary discussion.” The
Premier expressed regret that the
i question of the best way “in which
| this country shall meet the call to
| bring the war to a successful conclu-
| sion” had became a matter of public
controversy, He hoped there would
| be no further debate on this subject

fce the present.
i OFFICER MEMBERS

Premier Asquith rapped the knuck-

les of the officer members of the
House of Cemmons who recently re-
turned from the front and signed a
memoral urging that the Government
hasten to adopt conscription. The
Premier repudiated any desire to close
their lips. but added that “they ought
to feel themselves under the most
strict sense of responsibility. Let them
remember,” said the Premier, ‘“that
i they sit in the Commons not as rep-
| resentatives of the army, but of their
constituents. It would be most unjust
 that because they happen to be in
i the army they should pretend to come
to the House with any mandate from
| the army. That would be an evil thing
| for the army and a bad thing for the
| Commons, It is a claim I would never
i admit.”
! The vote of credit, which the Pre-
| mier will move to-day will, it is un-
i derstood, be at least £150,000,000 and
|possibly more. In the House of
| Lords, F'eld Marshal Earl Kitchener
| will review the progress of the war,
{and explain the present state of re-
cruiting.

The guestion of defence against air-
craft raids was brought up in the
[ House of Commons yesterday; an at-
|tempt being made to interrogate
| Thomas J. MacNamara, Financial
| Secretary of the Admiralty. Mr. Mac-
| Namara evaded discussion of this
| point by saying it would be improper
|to give any information in regard to
| what was being done. The member
| who questioned Mr. MacNamara was
| anxious to know whether the Gov-
ernment at this late date was serious-
|ly considering for the first time the
|defence of London. and whether the
i Admiralty had studied carefully the
i steps so successfully taken for the
| protection of Paris from air attacks.
[ eyond saying that he could not
{accept the proposition that the Gov-
| ernment was not prepared to defend
i London, and announcing that Admiral
| Sir Percy M. Scott had already as-
[sumed his duties in charge of the
léilmnery defences of London against
aircraft, Mr. MacNamara declined to
be drawn out.

ANERCAN LNR
ANT PALL I
CHASED BY SUB

Liner Too Fast for Under-
seas Raider and Escapes
Without Injury.

London, Sept. 13.—(Delayed) —
Word reached London to-day of »n
exciting chase of the American liner
St. Paul by a German submarine as
she steamed towards Liverpool on
Sunday. In the 1ace of the crisis at
Washington over the Arabic and
Hesperian attacks, the pursuit of the
liner flying the American flag is re-
garded here as likely to create an ex-
tremely acute situation between Am-
erican and German diplomacy. The
St Paul was moving easily along
south -of the Irish coast early Sunday
when the captain espied a submarine
in the distance off the stern.

TOP SPEED PUT ON.

The captain, evidently persuadzd
that it would be discreet to avoid
contact with the German submarine,
signalled the engine-room to put oa
top speed. At the same time he or-
dered the wireless to signal for help.
Wireless messages were caught up
by the Admiralty and help arrived ‘n
due time. Before the Admiralty got
the word, however, the St. Paul found
itself in a hot chase. Although the
words were painted twelve feet high
on the sides of the steamer, “Ameri-
can Line, St. Paul,” that did not in
the least deter the submarine from
pursuing. The passengers soon leara-
ed of the presence of the submarine,
and excitement prevailed, many of
them donning life-preservers, while
all made recady for a possible torpe-
doing of thes hip. It was early in
the morning and the sun was just
over the horizon.

THE LINER TOO FAST

The submarine clung to a straight
course off the stern of the ship, some
250 yards away. The St Paul speed-
ed up to 20 knots an hour and the
submarine was unable to gain, al.
though it was evidently intent on
reaching her. The submarine kept up
its effort to come abreast of the liner
until the St. Paul had got to the bar
leading to the channel. By that time
help had arrived and the submarine
turned tail and disappeared into the
distance.
