INCREASE PREMATURE 1

BLOCKADE OF GERMANYSir Wilfrid then expressed the opin­
ion that the announcement of an in­
crease to half a million in the auth­
orized total ox Canada’s overseas force 
was premature. He thought the half 
million was a “large order.” He then 
repeated his objection which he took 
to the budget speech last session and 
criticized thee Government for com­
mandeering fifteen million bushels of 
wheat without, as he alleged any de­
mand for it from the Imperial Gov­
ernment. He devoted still another 
ten minute period to the task of dis­
cussing conscription, although, as the 
Prime Minister afterwards reminded 
him, the conscription ghost had been 
laid a year ago. Conscription, Six 
Wilfrid said, could not come in Can­
ada, chiefly because it would interfere 
with immigration. To comment upon 
the British Government’s decision re­
garding compulsory service would be, 
he said, impertinent, but he said he 
had thought the war could be fought 
successfully on the old system of vol­
untary enlistment.

Dr. Michael Clark, of Red Deer, the 
only other speaker, deplored the 
shrinkage ixv imports from Great Bri­
tain and warned the Government to 
take no further action which would 
result in a still greater shrinkage. He 
approved of the extension proposal as 
revealing a proper interpretation of 
the mind of the people.

Hon. T. Chase Casgrain, Post­
master-General, moved the adjourn­
ment of the debate.

EATRE l 5c & 10c Would be Welcomed in the States, Says The New York
World.

Montreal, Jan. 18.—Major-General 

Sir Sam Hughes, minister of militia, 
is expected to arrive in Montreal to­
day. The object of the minister's visit 
is to confer with the commanding of­
ficers of the various French-Canadian 
battalions now being formed in the 
Province of Quebec, together with 
their respective recruiting officers, in 
•connection with the proposed French- 
Canadian brigade. The matter will be 
fully discussed at a meeting which 
will be held this afternoon. Hon. J. 
E. Blondin, secretary of state, who 
at the request of a number of prom­
inent Montrealers brought the ques­
tion to the attention of the Canadian 
Cabinet, is also expected to attend, 
the conference to-day., Gen. Hughes’ 
decision is looked forward to with 
much interest, especially by French- 
Canadians, who believe that in the 
establishment of a brigade of thei" 
own a decided stimulus will, be given 
in the work of recruiting among the 
French-Canadians.

New York, Jan. 18—The New York 
World this morning comments edi­
torially as follows:

“An actual blockade of Germany 
would answer most of the protests 
that the United States has made 
against British interference with Am­
erican rade.

“A_,blockade,.would also interfere_ 
with our trade, but it would Interfere 
in a law manner ; for a blockade is 
definite thing, subject to definite 
rules. Whenever the British Govern­
ment is prepared to undertake a 
blockade of Germany that is effective, 
which is impartial, which is not a 
blockade of neutral nations,the United 
States is bound to acquiesce.

“This government has never recog­
nized the orders in council, for the 
reason that it never recognized the 
Germân submarine zone. Both were 
lawless and one murderously so.

“The orders-in-council were a cun­
ning lawyer-scheme to enable Great 
Britain to enjoy benefits of a block­
ade without assuming the labor or 
responsibilities of a blockade. By 
means of a few cruisers operating in 
the channel and off the Norwegian 
coasts, neutral trade has been harassed 
while the British fleet was kept pack­
ed in cotton batting,. s»fe, from. a.ny 
harm that might come of the effort to 
establish an actual blockade.

“Much rhetoric has been spilled by 
London newspapers and by pro-Brit­
ish Americans over the iniquity of a 
government in Washington that put 
the trade interests of a few Americans 
over the military necessities of the 
British Empire. The same sort of

by the police who are co-operating 
with the Updike family-in clearing up 
the mystery still surrounding the case.

Furman D. Updike, millionaire re­
tired broker, to-day still refused to 
furnish bail for his sons, both of 
whom are in custody charged with 
conspiracy to commit a felony. Al­
though it was said at the time of the 
arrest that Herbert Updike was held 
only as a witness, a statement by the 
boy’s father, that he considered his 
sons equally guilty, and the report 
that Herbert had married a Chicago 
cabaret entertainer, influenced the po­
lice to investigate further.

According to the police, Herbert 
Updike on January 8 married Miss 
Nellie De Onsonne, at Crown Point, 
Ind. The authorities say a marriage 
license is on file at the county clerk’s 
office in Crown Point, showing that 
the ceremony was performed by a 
justice of the peace. The young wo­
man and Herbert, however, deny that 
they are married.
