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A PIONEER SHIPBOILDER.

Death at Meaford of Capt. Hugh Chisbolm,
Aged 72 Years—The Early Lake Oraft
Which He Constructed.

Meaford, July 6.—Captain Hugh
Chisholm, an old and highly esteemed

citizen of Meaford, passed peacefully
away at noon to-day, aged 72 . years
He was one of the pioneer shipbutlders
and navigators of Canada in hig eariler

ness at Meaford. As a shipb!
bullt at Port Credit the first ¢
board schooner on the north shore

1850 he built the steamer Woodman

master of the vessel for three y°ars,
plying between Port Perry, Lindsay
and Fenelon Falls, For the-old-North-_
ern Railroad Company he buMt in 1854
the steamer J. C. Morrison, named af-
ter the late Judge Morrison. She was
a palatial steamer for those days and
cost $60,000, She ran on Lake Simcoe.
The old Lake Simcoc fayorite steamer,
Emily May, owned by the late Capt.
May, was_built by the deceased at
Bellg, Ewart, Captain Chisholm was
part owner and master of the steamer
Her Majesty, the first steamer to make
direct trips from Toronto to Halifax.

All
hirths, ages and deaths taking
place on the island must be reported to
th , that these statlstics
may be prope recorded. The dis-
covery of minerals must be at once re-
P d to the administration.

All intermeits must be in places spe-
cinlly & t apart for that purpose. The
appearance of contagious diseases myst
Le immediately reported to the admin-
stration, and all ‘persons on arriving
at the Island must be vaccinated. The
privileg of sea fisning Is reserved.
Such fishing will be carrted on under
yegulaifons which will give the Inhabl-
tints their complete rights, and will
at the same time be a source of pro-
fit to them. For the purpose of pre-
vinting forest fires and the needless
destruction of timber the burning of
T grass, ete, Is forbidden. The
heads of Tamilics are responsible for
the public derdlictions of thelr child-
ren, minor relatives and employes. n
