The late Judge
itchie was born at Annapolis Royal
sixty-nine years ago, the oldest son of
the late Rev. James Johnston Ritchie,
He graduated from the Harvard Law
School in 1877 and in the same year was
admitted to the Bar of Nova Scotia.
He practic d successfully in his home
town and later in Halifax, and speedily
rose to a prominent place in his profes-
sion. He was appointed to the Supreme
Court Bench in February, 1912, and
subsequently took tHe place of the late
Mr. Justice Graham as judge in equity,
when the latter became Chief Justice,
He was endowed ~of a judicial mind,

The Act does not apply to a farmer,
fisherman or other person who buys
gasoline for a purpose other than oper-
ating a motor vehicle, provided that de-
claration under the Canada Evidence
Act be made by such pesson at the time
of his purchase, but afy such person,
after having made the required declara-
tion, who uses the gasoline for the opera-
tion of a motor vehicle will be liable for
the penalties set out.
