LIBERALS AND THE TARIFF;
Mr. Blake’s Declaration of tM 

Poliov of the Party.

/

He Quotes His 1882 Manifesto 
—We Must Have a High

Tariff.

Any Readjustment Must be 
Effected with Due Regard 

to All Interests. 
l ______

In his speech at Toronto Mr. Blake

As the election approaches you find, 
notwithstanding the pledge oi 1882 as 
to the results of a fresh lease of power, 
the cry is raised again, “The tariff is in 
danger! To save the tariff you must once 
again return the Conservatives to office.”
If it be so that it is necessary to give the 
Conservative party a third lease of poweç 
in order to save the tariff, all I can eay is. 
that this is an acknowledgment that the 
principal pledge made by the Govern»* 
ment at the last election has not been 
fulfilled, and that

THEY HAVE FAILED TO ACCOMP^iSH^ \

the promise on whmfo they were returned. \ 
(Great applause.) i-desire«*o refer very 
briefly to the attitude of the Liberal 
jarty upon the question of the tasifL It 
ias been grossly misrepresented. In 
1882 I stated-'myr views upon that sub­
ject in the most formal manner, by , 
means of the address I issued to the 
electors of West Durham, as a manifesto 
to thi»8ountryr by the principles then 
'• id dofott mill abide. I said:—

‘You know well that I do not approve » 
of needless restrictions on our liberty of 
exchanging what we have for what we 
want, and do not see that any substantial 
application of the restrictive principle 
has been or can be, made in favor of the 
great interests of the mechanic, the 
laborer, the farmer, the lumberman, the . 
shipbuilder, or the fisherman. But you 
know also that I have fully recognized 
the fact that we are obliged to raise year­
ly a great sum, made greater by the ob­
ligations imposed on us by this govern­
ment; and that we must continue to pro­
vide this yearly sum mainly by import 
duties, laid to a great extent on goods 
similar to those which can be manufac­
tured here; and that it results as a ne­
cessary incident of our settled fiscal sys­
tem that there .iust be a large, and, as 1 
believe, in the vfcvr of moderate protec­
tionists, an ainpHi Advantage to the home 
manufacturer.

“Our adversaries wttiito present to you 
an issue as between the present tariff 
and absolute free trade.

“That is ‘not tbe true issue.
“Free trad» is. aa I have repeatedly 

explained* for lis impossible; and the w- , 
issue is whether the present tariff is per­
fect, or defective and uqjust.

“I believe it to be in some important 
respects defective and unjust.

“We expressed our views last session in 
four motions, which declare that articles 
of such prime necessity as fuel and 
breads!uffa should be free; that the sugaf 
duties should be so adjusted as to re­
lieve the consumer from some part of 
the enormous extra price he ia now liable 
to pay to a few refiners; ÛieÀ the exor­
bitant'an ch dneqhal duties </h the lower 
grades of cottons and woolens should be 
so changed as to make them fairer to the 
masses, who now pay on the cheapest 
goods taxes about twice as great in pro­
portion as those which the rich pay on 
the finest goods, and that the duties on 
such materials aa iron, which is in uni­
versal use, should be reduced, so as to 
enable the home manufacturer, to whom 
it is a raw material, to produce a cheaper 
article for the benefit of his home con­
sumer, and the encouragement of his 
former trade.

“I believe thatjby changes of the char­
acter I -have indicated, monopoly and 
extravagant prices would be checked a 
greater measure of fair play and justice 
to all classes would be secured, and the 
burden of taxation would be better ad­
justed to the capacity of the people who 
are to pay. Depend upon it, a day Will 
come when by sharp and bitter experi­
ence we shall learn the truth; and many 
who even now applaud, will then con­
demn these particular incidents of the 
tariff.”

My reference there to the fiscal and 
financial limitations of our condition has 
increased force to-day, for since that 
time enormous sums have been added to 
the public debt, enormous sums have 
been added to the annual charge, and 
notwithstanding the great taxation, a 
larger deficit

than we Have ever known 

since confederation has signalized the 
last financial year. Therefore the execu­
tion even of those measures of réajust­
aient which I suggested in that address, 
and which we had proposed in parlia­
ment in the preceding session, would be 
found much more difficult to-day by 
reason of the changed condition of af­
fairs. We have no longer a large sur­
plus to dispose of—we have a large de­
ficit and a greatly increased scale of ex­
penditure to meet. And it is clearer 
than ever that a very high scale of taxa­
tion must be retained, and that manu­
facturers have nothing to fear. I then 
declared that any readjustments should 
be effected with due regard to the 
legitimate interests of all concerned. In 
that phrase “all concerned,” I hope no 
one will object to my including as I do 
the general public. (Cheers.) In any 
readjustment I maintain that we should 
look especially to such reduction of ex­
penditure as may allow of a reduction of 
taxation, to the lightening of sectional 
taxes, to the lightening ot ufxes upon the 
prime necessaries oi life, and upon the 
raw materials of jnànufacture, to a more 
equitable arrangement of the taxes 
which now

compared with the rich, to a taxation 
of luxuries just so high aa will thwart our 
object by greatly checking consumption, 
to the curbing of monopolies of produc­
tion in cases whereby combination or 
otherwise the tariff allows an undue and 
exorbitant profit to be exacted from con-
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
