They had always tpum able 
to pay their oWh' Wiy, and they were well able to pay 
their own way now. They even brought intd the public 
exchequer an amount per heed greeter than we should 
contribute ourselves, andAhis because they were a more 
consuming people than we. In Canada, he was sorry to 
say, that ut 1863, instead of a surplus, there ..was a de­
