The prizes offered this year by the On-
tario Agricanlfural and Arts Association will
be awarded for the best managed farms in
.g,mnp No. 5, comprising the following Elec-
toral District Societies :—Addington, Fron-
tenac, North, Kast, and West Hastings,
Lennox, East and West Northumberland,
East and West Peterboro’, Prince Edward
sounty, Renfrew, and North and Soath
Vigtoria. Any farmer desiring to compete
shall make his applieation to the secretary of

LAND SUITABLE FOR LIME.

RocHesTeR, N. Y.—* What kind of land
is most suitable for lime ?”

This question is rather vague to admit of a
satisfactory amswer. As a rule low lands
are immensely benefited by a free use of
lime, which brings ontthe stimulating influ-
ences of the soil for the benefit of the crop.
Lime is a stimulant, correcting acidity and
quickening the action of ‘vegetable and ani-
mal manures, but, like all stunulants, should
be used only in muderation, as complete ex-
haastion of the w01l will surely follow any
excess, Heavy clay lands are often bene.
fited* by the applicaticn, as it renders the
soil more friable and: less subject to run to.
gether after rain. - Upon sandy land, which
seldom consains much vegetable matter; lime
ha« a contrary but good effect, attracting
moisture and giving more congistency to the
sand. If the soil i1s.a mixture of clay and
sand, containing animal or wegetable matter
in a torpid state of gecay, lime is prefgnble
to dung. When new land is broken a liberal
app ication of guickiime would increade the
fertality of the soil, gs such lands are gener-
ally rich in vegetable master, bu$ are cold,
slow of action, and acid.

ALgoMA.— ‘I have a valuable young horse
that took some kind of a running on his
lower jaw ; itis a clear liquid, and there is a
pipe or vein that can be easily traced up to
the gland. I think from tbe description
given in the * Anatomy of the Horse’ that the
saliva is pouriug out. \The pipe can be easily
traced to the parotid gland. Itis over one
year ago since he took tnis runming.”

The case appears to be one eof fistula of
parotid duct, and is now difficult to cure,
Touch the parts with a pencil of nitrate of
silver, and afterwards paint once daily with
collodion,

CORNS IN HORSES’ FEET.

’

RocHesTER,—*Tell me what is best to
kill corns in horses’ feet. We are troubled
greatly with them here, I am a blacksmith,
80 it will be a great favour to give me any
information.”

The treatment, if it is a recent bruise and
uncoraplicated, is to apply a shoe with the
bearing surface of the affected heel rasped
down, and the feet placed in water or the
walls kept moist . with wet swabs ' and the
sele with oil meal. Remove the shoe before
it presses the heely If suppuration has taken
place pare down the heel until the matter
escapes, remove all horn detached from the
quick, and pare the horn around this to a
thin edge; poultice until the suridce is
smooth, dry, and free from tenderness, and
thén put on a bar shoe, & leather soie, and a
stuffing of tow and tar. Horny tumoanrs
must be pared ‘out and treated in the same
way. The presenceof corns may be deter-
miged by lameness in the animal, with a
tendency to ‘‘ point” with the heel sli
step when in motion. . .

SHEEP MARKERS. ' -

BroruErs,—** Can you or some one of the
many readers of THE Ma1L tell me the best
mark for marking sheep? Some farmers bave
a piece of $in with the owner’s name stamped
on 1t attached to the sheep’s ear. I should
think 1t would answer the purpose very well.
Can you tell me where it is manuafactured or
for sale, price, &c, ?

There are different way of marking sheep
in addition to the one you refer to, one of
them being to stamp the initials of the owner
on the wool, and another to paint them on,
The stamping process is the best, and can be
readily performed by the aid of a simple de-
vice, which any ingenious farmer can easily
make himself. ThE letters for thestamp may
be made out of stiff sole leather and attached

to a small piece of board, on which is screwed
a handle. The paint may be made of lamp
black and linseed soil, the lamp black having
been previously mixed with turpem:ine, The
stamp isdipped in or touched to the paint,
and a single pressure on the animal’s back or
rump just after the fleece is removed fixes
the name until the next shearing. The tin
labels yon speak of are not for sale here, bug
couid be made easily if yon purchased stencil
tools, which are sold in many large hardware
stores, and stamped your initials on small
pieces of tin.

Why Do Eggs Spoil,

We find lining the shell a thick skin, which-
when kept in a healtby condition by the al-
bumen of the egg, is impervious to air, but
if the egy remain %00 long in one ition,
the yolk, being heavier than the albumen,
gradually sinks through it, and having none
of the qualities requisite for keeping the skin
lubricated and healthy, the skin soon be-
comes dry and pervious to air, which pene-
trates throngh it to the 'yolk, causing the
mass 1o rot. Thereiore, the true plan is to
keep the yolk in a central position. By doing
this the egg can be preserved a long time.
My plan for accomplishing this 15 t) take a
keg or barrel and pack the eggs on tillir sides,
end toend, laying a tier first around next to
the staves, and so continue until a layer is
filled ; 8o on till the barrel is full. Use oats
for packing; jar them down as much as is
required to keep them firmly 1in their places ;
