- ASIATIC QUESTION

Labor Unions he Says Responsible
for Riots —Danger of Making
Question Political One.

Ottawa, Oct. 4—Dr. Johnston, of the
American Presbyterian church, Mon-

treal, passing through here on his

way home from the west, was inter-|

viewed and seems to think the Orient
a necessary adjunct to the develop-
ment of British Columbia. The agi-
tation against them he declares seems
to have originated with the labor un-
ions, -Theé Asiatics—had no labor or-
ganizations, they were content to work
for whatever wage they could get and
sometimes this was pretty high and
they “were in most cases more rel:
able. Especially was this true of the
Japanese, who did the greater part of
the work in connection with the sal-
mon fishing industry. They never
went on strike and would more read-
ily do work of a menial character.
These things gained them the ill-will
of the white labor class.
Morality Not High.

The morality of the Japanese and
Chinese, Dr. Johnston thinks, is not
as high as it might be and he sug-
gestss that legislation be passed to
prevent them from herding together in

“Chinatowns,” and to foree them to|

observe higher sanitary conditions,
this would be vastly improved. He
said :—

“I have read descriptions of the con-
ditions in the time of the trouble and
I found it quite impossible to recog-

nize it, although being there at the|

time I took every opportunity of see-
ing and learning all I could. Indeed,

was in the meeting that preceded
the riots and took the opportunity of
visiting Chinatown the following day.
The situation was certainly serious.
It could not b#& otherwise with an
Oriental populati of 30,000 in that
province, and the stream of immigra-
tion apparently only beginning, but
even in Britishi Columbia there were
many who, realizing the seriousness
of the moral and social problem, yet
felt that the Oriental is necessary for
the present development of the coun-
try.

Responsibility is Ours,

“For myself,”” Dr. Johnston said, “I

feel that a great moral responsibility

is facing us as a country and as a
church. I have . asked myself whe-
ther our Christianity and civilization
are what they should be if we can-
not welcome to this illimitable land of
ours with "its exhaustless resources
these 'crowded-out multitudes of sn
older civilization.

“Of all the Orientals,” said Dr,
Johnston,““the Hindus seem to be the
most useless and the Jap the most
cordially disliked. I have wondered
if this is because he is the most suec-
cessful competitor.”

The most seriqus danger in Dr.
Johnston’s opinion is that the ques-
tlon may be made a political one. -«

“I .believe,” he said, “that in the
opinion of many of the most thought-
{ful of the people of the coast the
total exclusion of Orientals weuld be
looked on as a short-sighted policy.”

The meeting at the Vaudette theatre
was crowded and many persons were un-
able to gain admission. Thé theatre had
been closed before the hour to begin had
arrived. Senator Lougheed was chair-
man, and delivered a speech of the old-
time variety, characterizing the govern-
ment as one guilty of nefarious crimes.

CANADA’S PUBLIC DEBT.

Government Continues to Reduce It —
Decreased by $213,000 in September.
Ottawa, Oct. 24.—A detailed statement

of public debt and revenue and the ex-
penditure of the Dominion as shown
by the returns furnished to the finance
department up to the 30th of September
shows that the total net debt of the
Dominion on that date was $251,572,452, a
decreéase of $213,200 during last month.
The - total revenue for September was
$8,378,302, and for the first six months
of the present fiscal year, $50,034,217
while the total expenditure , for the
month was $8,697,259 and for six months
$38,745,820. During the first half of
the present fiscal year $7,653,056 was
spent on public works,, railways and
canals, $716,850 on railway subsidies and
$1,139,032 on bounties,

WORK FOR THE WORLD.

in Canada This Winter There Should
be no ldle Men.

Ottawa,: Oct. 4—There should be no
problem of caring for the unemployed
during the winter months to solve in
Canada this year. Reports receivad
at the office of the National Transeon-
tinental Railway Commigsion state
that the contractors on - the various
sections of the new railway now un-
der contract intend to vigorously push
construction work during the whole
of the winter and, instead of laying
off men this fall they are still anxi-
ous to add to the good sized army of
navvies now at work. This fact, taken
in connection with the fact that re-
ports from all over Canada to the
labor department show, in almost
every line of industry, a continued
and/ pressing scargity of laborers,
Leombined wi isi
indicate that the flood of new immi-
grants to Canada this summer and fall
and laboring classes generally need
fear nothing from the usual slacken-
ing of the demand for labor during
the winter months.

On the 660 .miles of national trans-
continental railway now under c¢on-
tract between Winnipeg and Moncton,
it is estimated that over 18,000 men
are now at work. The average wage
for ordinary labor is from $2 to $2.25
per day, while experienced men get
from $2.75 to $3 per day. The month-
ly pay roli on the government section
alone of the new road is now con-
siderably over one million dollars. On
the Grand Trunk Pacific sections of
the road from Winnipeg west and em-
ployed generally in railway construc-
tion work in the west, it is estimated
that another army of 20,000 men is
engaged.

In the Jumbering industries,whence
comes another very large demand for
rlaborers during the wiuter months, xe-
ports to the labor department state
that wages for shantymen show 15 to
%5 per cent. increase over last year
and are now at record-breaking fig-
ures. Winter wages aré offered at
from $26 to $32 for road cutters, while
teamsters, choppers and sawyers are
given $85 and general hands $34.
Hands are not easily. available even
nt these figures.

RIVAL TO ALL RED LINE,

Sir Thomas Trowbridge Has Scheme
for Fast Service.

Ottawa, Oct. 4—Word

Was Terrible Holocaust.
Boston, Mass., Oct., 4.—The
fire which recently destroyed
fifths of the city of Makodatel, capi-
tal and metropolis of Hokkaido, Ja-
pan, was a far greater catastrophe to
the Nippon empire than the San Fran-
cisco  earthquake wuas to the United
States, according to an account.of the
conflagration received by James Bar-
ton, secretary of the Ameérican Board
of Commissioners for foreign missions,
whose headquarters are in this city.
Rev. Dr. Barton received a detailed
statement from the board’s represen-
tative in Hokkaido, Rev. George Row-
land. Rev. Dr. Rowland states that 300
persons lost their lives in the fire; 13,-
000 buildings, constituting four-fifths
of the entire city, were reduced to
ashes, and 4,500 persons are shelter-
less with the severity oi winter ap-
proaching. The business section of
the city with all the public buildings
and thousands of dwellings were ob-
literated. So rapidly .did tHe fiames
spread that many persoms were un-
able to escape. Practically all of the
Christian missions and houses of
Americans and Europeans were
burned.

Daily News with a press report un-
less its editor consented to sign a
contract not to criticise that company

The temper of Alberta and
3ritish Columbia editors was indicat-
ed a few days ago when at the meet-
ing of the Alberta and British Colum-
bia Press Assoclation the wretchedly
inadequate service supplied by the
C.P.R. was condemned as ridiculous
and intolerable. This is not the first
time the C.P.R. has arbitrarily at-
tempted to interfere with the Calgary
newspapears. Less than two years
ago a peremptory order was received
from Winnipeg prescribing a particu-
lar Calgary paper and its editor. The
news agencies were ordered not to
s211 the paper on wne trains and when
the editor in the next issue pointed
out that the C.P.R. management and
the C.P.R. shareholders by selling
one hundred thousand acres of land
adjoining Calgary at one dollar an
acre to a firm of St. Paul boomers,
who organized the. Calgary Irrigation
and Colonizalion Company and who
placad the same land on the market
to the bona-fide settlers at $18 and
$256 per acre, he was instantly arrest-
ed and charged with criminal libel.
The case was dismissed as soon as it
developed that subpoenas -had been
issued for the chief officer at Winni-
peg and Montreal to force them to at-
tend and gave testimony. Later when
the paper began to publish systemati-
cally the pictures of the terrible
wrecks to which the company was
frequently subject, the Winnipeg
chief official at once wired the Cal-
gary general superintendent to get
the case settled at once. It was set-
tled by the editor’s paper being re-
stored to sale on all trains-of the com-
pany.

Winnipeg, October 4.—The Winni-
peg Telegram was formally notified to-
day by the C.P.R. Telegraph Com-
pany that its press rates have been
entirely cut out. Similar arbitrary
action is expected against the Free
Press.

Free Press Continuing Fight.

Winnipeg, Oct. 4.—Under the heading
“The Natural Side of the Case,” the
Free Press continues today in the case
of the Canadian newspapers and public
against the C.P.R. Telegraph {ompany
as ‘follows: “The lack in Canada of a
Dominion Association of daily newspap-
ers for the collection and the distribu-
tion of news has been, we have no doubt
a serious national loss. It has made
impossible that free interchange of news
between various sections of the Domin-
ion so necessary to national develop-
ment and consolidation. The Winnipeg
newspapers can discuss this matter with
frankness because they probably pay out
a percentage of their total value for tel-
egraphic news which is much above the
average, Yet despite these lavish out-
lays no Winnipeg newspaper can seri-
cusly claim that it gives day by day that
complete record of Canadian news which
it is the desire t® supply. Take the mar-
itime provinces for instance. Important
events happening there arg of course re-
corded but much news of the provinces
by sea that would be interesting to wes-
tern readers and of national value by in-
creasing out acquajrtance with out fel-
low-citizens down by the sea, _never
iinds its way to our columns. PHe rea-
son is that the means of collecting the
news are so crude and the cost of trans-
mitting it so heavy that no newspaper
has sufficient resources to make even a
partial success of the task.

“The further west we go the worse
the situation becomes. The same rule
applies the other way about and the two
extremes. of Canada know as little about
one another as they would if they were
under foreign flags. The adequate in-
terchange of news between them under
existing conditions is an impossibility.
Canadian news from one end of Canada
to :mother.pu.\'s a certain rate per word
vrying ‘with the distance. But United
States news is carried from one end of
the C.P.R. telegraph system to the oth-
er in bulk for a lump sum which works
out at about one gquarter: the rate which
goes on Canadian news. This acceunts
for certain peculiarities in Canadian
newspapers, which have often justly in-
vited censure, the predominance of Uni-
ted States news, trifling in character, in
their columns. It was easier and cheap-
er to get particulars of a negro lynching
in Georgia, a homicide in Kentucky or
2 fire in Ohio than to cover news of im-
portance in any part of eastern Canada.
Newspapers like other institutions are
obliged to cut their coats according to
their cloth, and they are often obliged
to give fifth class United States’ news
preference over first class Canadian in-
formation because they really have no
option in the matter.

“The C.P.R. will doubtless defend its
extremely high press rates from British
Coiumbia at cne end of Canada and from
the maritime provinces at the other
end, on the ground that the distances
are long and the rates must be heavy.
1t is, however, a fact capable. of very

complete demonstration that the diserim-
Ination between the rates on Canadian
and United States news exists. The an-
omaily calls for some explanation.

She died on Sept. 11,
was buried Sept. 12 and her husband
left for the woods next day. His
whereabouts now is unknown. Com-
plaints were made and there were ru-
mors of possible foul play. So late
yesterday the body was exhumed and
a jury was empanelled at Gloucester
township. The jury viewed the body
in an empty building near the ceme-
tery. It was identified and the rest
of the evidence will be heard Fri-
day.

Want Early Trial for Thaw.

New York, October 4—Counsel for
Harry K. Thaw, slayer of Stanford
White, notified the district attorney’s
office today that he expeects to go
before Justice Dowling in the ' Su-
preme Court on Monday next and
plead for an early date for the trial
of his cliznt. It is said that the
district attorney’s office will contend
that other cases demand more im-
mediate attention, notably some im-
portant insurance companies, and it
will be practically impossible to pro-
ceed with the trial of Thaw before
the first of December next.

Japs Crossing to States.

Bellingham, Wash., Oct. 4.—Federa-

Cache, on Which Party of Surveyors
Depended, Robbed— Saved by
Second Pack Train

Fallen Timber Creek, Sept. 22.—On
Sunday, Sept. 8. J. C. Baker sent one
of his assistants, Jos. Harvey to the
cache in Township 53-12-12 on the banks
of the Lobstick River, with instructions
to await a pack train due there with
fresh provisions from Lac Ste Anne,
while he put the finishing. teuches on
Township 54-11-9 which was nearing com-
pletion.

On Saturday Mr. Harvey returned
with the news of the non-arrival of the
pack train from Lac Ste Anne, and the
further news that the cache had been
robbed, and 200 1bs of pork, 50 lbs. of
fiour, soap, candles, corn starch, twa
pack saddles, ete., non est. He was fore-
ed to return owing to having no food
left,

The robbery of the cache placed the
party in a very serious position depen-
dent as it was on the supply in this
cache. The supply of food left could
only last a few days longer, and from
Monday till Wednesday the 18th the
party simply lived on biscuits and tea.

On Wednesday the cache was reached,
and it was only too true that a robbery
had taken place, but the men worked,
and cut a good pack trail from Brule
Creek on the Jasper Trail to the cache,
and supper that evening consisted of
corn starch and tea, but two of the
packs had gone out to scout the Jasper
trail for the already overdue pack train,
and came back with a good supply of
bacon, beans, flour, raisins, etec. If you
iive three days on biscuits and tea you
will find the above knocks pate de foie
gras and truffle all to spots.

The pack train arrived the following
day, and the outfit put in the first mark
of survey work on 5414 on Thursday.

Mr. Baker has written informing Mr.
Gunn, J. P., of Lac Ste Anne full par-
ticulars of this disgraceful robbery, and
1t is to be hoped that the miscreants
will be run to earth. Had a second pack
train not been due matters would have
been extremely serious.

- Vegreville, Oct. 4.—The fifth annual
exhibition of the Vermilion Valley
and Beaver Lake Agricultural Society
closed tonight., The exhibition was
the most successful in the history of
the society.

The directors are to be congratulat-
ed for the absence of gambling out-
fits and other. obnoxious perform-
ances.

The fair was held in the new exhibi-
tion park which was purchased and
fitted up last year. A fine exhibition
building has been erected and a
grand stand capable of -seating 500
people. Suitable sheds and stabling
for show stock have been provided
and with improvements from time to
time as the society grows there is no
doubt Vegreville will have one of the
finest exhibition parks in the whole
province.

Rapid Growth of Society.

The society during the last year has
doubled its members¥ip and has prov-
ed its usefulnegs by stimulating a
healthy rivalry among the farmers and
ranchers of the district.
