MAYOR SUUGESTS THAT
AGREEMENT BE CANCELLED.

Strathcona My Proceed to Negotiate
With the Local Government to
Install a Government Telephone
System.

In the commodious new city council
chamber at the Oddfellows’ Hall, the
Strathcona City Council of 1908 held
its first meeting last night.

The chair was pccupied by Mayor
Mills, and at the opposite end of the
table sat the secretary-treasurer, H.
G. Clark. To the right of the Mayqr
were Aldermen V. T. Richards, O.
Bush; W, H. Sheppard and George
Elliott, in the order named, while on
the left were Aldermen J. G. Tipton,
W. F. Cameron, S. Somersoll and A.
G. Baalim.

The business was mostly routine.
After the appointment of committees
the Mayor read his address, outling
some of the work for the ensuing year.
Its principal feature was the sugges-
tion that Strathcona cancel the agree-
ment with Edmonton with reference to
the proposed Lorimer automatic tele-
phone and proceed to negotiate with
the local government to have them in-
stall a system in the city.

The First Business,

City Clerk Clarke first read a certi-
ficate declaring that all the members-
elect had taken the oath of office, and
was then called upon by ‘the Mayor to
read the minutes of last meeting. The
Mayor pointed out that Alderman El-
liott and himself were the only mem-
bers of the old council left 10 move the
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adop’‘ion of the minutes. He cons
quently asked Alderman Sheppard t
take the chair while he seconded t}
motien of Alderman Elliott that th
minutes be adopted.

"In addi-
ion, I firmly believe that light ecan be
roduced much more cheaply than it
wow it. I believe that a desirable
hange Lan be effected in the matter of
ity accounts and auditing the same.
\s the system nmow obtains, accounts
re first read to council and referred
)y council to various committees to

ay if found correct.' The various
'ommittezs, I find, do not meet to con
ider any account, but the ¢haiman of

committee pertifies to the ageounts by
1imself. Often the chairman knows
rery little, if anything, shout thes subv
ect matter of the. acggunt and has,not
he time at his disnosal to look into
it; with the result that the serutiny of
weounts is- often’/very ' perfunctdrily
tone. . T'would saggest that the whole
xouncil and mot a: single individual
1ave the ehamnice'to serutinize and say

vill, of course, involve the auditing ‘of
wceounits before they are ‘paid and
fore they reach the council, but it
rovides an up-to-date audit and is a
vholesome safeguard to the city.

During the past year the city took
‘p. the extension of Saskatchewan
wenue, and somse portion. has * bzen
urveyed. Owing, however, to a mis-

With the acquisition of what is now
‘nown as “Riverside Park,” this city

Among-. other nécessary
ones, aniexiension of both ‘water and
sewer will be required to the:Univer-
sity. grounds to keep faith with the
overnment, in this regard: - Inciden-
‘al "to this is the necessity of making
nrovision for sceptic tanks, as the city
vill not be pérmitted to go on without
them.

Commissioner System of Government.

Last year the council adopted the
commissioner system of government,
but decided that two commissioners
were sufficient. I could not come. to
the same conclusion, and the.decisign
of the council was never carried ouf.
This system removes from the shoul-
ders of aldermen a - great amount’ of
drudgery, work and loss of time spent
in committee. I believe it js the best
possible system for governing a city.
It will be for this,council to consider
the matier when thée proper time ar:
rives.

It will be well as early as posggiblé'to
have the estimates for the ‘currént ex-
penditures of the year laid on the
table, in order that arrangemerits may
be made for cu:irent credit beiore the
season for construction work is on.

Owing-to the various changes, both
from amendments to the Strathcona
Ordinance as a town and to the crea-
tion of the town of Strathcona into a
city it will be well, ‘ahd is_highly de-
sirable, that the by-laws of the city be
thoroughly revised, andswhere amend-

ment_be necessary, that a by-law ask-
ing all the necessary amendment in-
trodueed.

I would strongly urge also that after
such revision and amendment that the
by-laws of the city be prinited, so that
the ‘people may know “when they are
committing a breach thereof. This
will be a matter for 'the legislation
committee to deal with, by .different
views being set forth tha‘ proper.con-
clusions can 'be ' reachad; -but- I trust
that all questions will: be' discussed in
modcrate ‘and parliamentary-:langu-
age.
