On Friday -eyening, + December 11th,
the annual meeting of the ratepayers of
Teduc, was held in the taown hall.
Speachés ‘were made by the. various can-
didates for civic honors, and by the can-
didates for positions on the public school
board of Leduc.. The meeting was ex-|
celingly warm—in fact one ¢f the warm-
est meetings, perhaps, that has ever been
held in Leduc.

Former Councilior Anderson, who was
a candidate for tho office of mayor, ad-
dressed the meeting, and attempted to
justify ‘his position as plaintiff in a
pending aetion - against = the town of
Norris also candidates for the position of
be placed in the mayor's-chair by the
ratepayers of tho town; he also took up
in detail ‘the work accomplhed by him
as chairman of the finanace committee
of the council ,and stated what his at-
titude would be on the varioms ‘public
questions concerning Leduc’s welfare, if
he were clected as mayor. Mayor Gaets,
who was also a candidate for the mayor-
alty, addressed the meeting and. pointed
out Councillor Anderson’s position which
he said he thought disqualified' Council-
lor Anderson for the position of mayor
at the present. time,

Many personalities were indulged in,
principally by Councillor Anderson, and
the expressions that were used, gener-
ally, were such as tended to promaote
war rather than peace in the meeting,

Councilior Ruddy’ who was also a can-
didate for re-election ‘on the council, ad-
dressed the meeting ‘and atempted as he
said to “justify his many sins of which
he had been acciised by Councillor An-
derson.” Councillor Ruddy's record while
serving the town in that capacity, be-
fore, had been very ‘batisfactory, and he
was justified in ‘alléwing his record to
stand as an argum¥nt for his re-election
to the council, His 'address was short,
but to the 'point, and'was appreciated.

Mr. W. G. Lowery”,another ‘of Leduc's
busingss: men annoutteed his candidature
and shortly outlined his policy with re-
gard td’eivic’ affairs! shdifld He be hon-
ored by the ratepasers by being placed
vpon the counells” e ‘declaréd himself
strongly upon two: poitils, namely, redue-
tion of taxation, and opposition to the.
polioy of sabsitlizing both of which seem-
€d-to meet with" the general approval of
the ratepayers.

For the public school hoard there were
the following. candidates, four of whom
wera to be elected as trustees: E, C.
Wells, W, F. Blades, T. A, Norris, H.
F. Flater, .James Mundy, W. W. Alton,
C. C. Hoyle. Of these men, only Mr.
Wells, - Mr, Norris_pnd Mi. Hoyle were
present -at the ' meeting, each one:of
whom outlined, his views with regard to
what should -be the. policy of the schcol
beard of Tedue. ~Mr " Norris . spoke in
general terms and did not commit him-
self upon any.promises, His speech was
well received. Mr. Hoylemade a clever
little speech, in which' he dwelt largely
upon . his qualifications for. the position,
and doubtless caonvinced the ratepayers
that he would he a learned .addition to
the school board. Mr, - Wells declared
himself in favor of a vigoreus policy
looking toward the. improvement of
school conditions in Leduc. He stated
that he believed it o be iy the best in-
torests of the town fo have a real good
scheol here, one in which students who
had completed thegir publicschool courses
in the country schools, could: continue
their School work amd prepare ‘them-
selves for-a Normal school course at the
fermination of their high schoeol cousse.
He thought this would result in bringing
in not only the students from the. eoun-
try, but . would resuwlt in hringing farm-
crs with their fomilies into the town; at
least those «f  them who had children
that were ready to take up high :school
work.. It was his opinien that farmers
would locate in Ledue if there were good
schools here, where they could be in a
pesition to look after their farms, rather
than move to some neighboring city with
their families or to send their children
away to those cities te attemd school.
His speech was heartily applauded.

Ald. Bellamy was naturally disap-
pointed at the result of the election.

“Though late’ in entering the con-
test,”” he said, “I thought that my
policy of waterworks extension and
other progresdive measures would ap-
peal. to the. people . more generally
than it seems to have done. -The fact;
that T did not enter the field till sev-
eral weeks after Ald. Lee’s candidat-
ure was announced placed me at a
disadvantage, as many citizens had
pledged their support to my oppo-
nent. I however did not wish to en-
ter the contest till I was positively
assured that Mayor MeDougall would
not consent to re-election. I hope
that the administration of next year
may be eondueted along the same pro-
gressive lines as it has been in 1908."
More Polls Wanted.

One of the striking comments yes-
terday was on the urgent need for
more polling  boeths. The rapid|
growth of the suburbs and of Ross!
and Fraser flats removes many people
from the eenires of the city where
the polls are now held. To accom-
modate these several more polling di-
visions should be established. At
Ward 4 last evening when the poll
closed there was a large number
awaiting an opportunity to vote and
fully twelve persons were turned away
without an opportunity to exercise
their franchise.

Tribute to Mavor.

The At Howme and presentation at
the Edmoénton Opera House to Retir-
ing Mayor McDougall marked an ep-
och in the history of Edmonton. It
was the first time that the citizens
have given a public demonstration of
approval at the conclusion of the ser-
vices of the city’s chief magistrate,
and Wednesday's appreciation was of
such.a sincere nature as to repay in
large measure the rétiring mayor for
the excellent administration - he has
given during 1908.

There was present a large numbar
of gpeople. The. audience, which in-
cluded both ladies and gentlemen,
was made. up of the foremost resi-
dents of ‘the city all gathered together
to do honor to one who in his year in
the: mayoralty ehair hag:won e ap-
proval of all elasses of citizens and
the praise of other corporations in va-
rious parts of the west.

The chair was occupied by Mayor-
elect Robert Lee, and upon the plat-
form were ex-Mayors Matthew Me-
Cauley, C. Gallagher, William Short,
K. W. McKenzie, W. A. Griesbach;
President of the Board of Trade A. C.
Fraser, Dr. Riddell, principal of Al-
berta . College; Alds. Monson, Garie-
Dy, Armstrong, McInnins, Bellamy,
Anderson; mnewly elected .. Aldermen
Agar and Lundy and Commissioner
McNaughton., -After a number of ad-
dresses interspersed with orchestral
selections, solos by Howard Stutch-J
bury and vocal selections by a trio of
ladies, the presentation was made
and the guest of the evening replied
to the address.

Mayor-Eleet Lee in opening the
meeting referred briefly to the admin-
1stration of 1908 and the honor he felt
at being afforded a privilege of pay-
ing a tribute to Mayor McDougall.

Some Ex-Mayors Speak,

Ex-Mayor R. W. MeKenzie ex-
pressed his great. pleasure at being
present 4o do honor to the mayor of
the present vear. With other citizens
he' had .admired his clear cut adher-
ence to duty -and business like admins
istration.. The eitizens were present
to do honor to the retiring mayor, but
an even greater honor had been done
a4 year ago when he was eleeted by a
large majority as chief magistrate of
the  city. idmonton - occupied a
unique position in having become the
envy of the other cities of the Domin-
ion by the exercise of her motto,
Industry, Energy and Enterprise ; and
much of this credit was due to' the
present mayor, who had made a yvear
of hard times the greatest in the his-
tory of the city.

Ex-Mayor Cornelius Gallagher was
brief but happy in his remarks. He
repeated his statement of a year ago
when he himself was a candidate for
alderman, that he would rather be
defeated himself than see Mr. Me-
Dougall defeated. He then thought
he was the best man in Edmonton *or
mayor and he thought so still.

A Look Into the Future.

Ex-Mayor Short in contrast to the
former epeeches, which were of a re-
trospective nature, loogked a little into
the future. Edmonton, he said, was
destined to be one of the great cities
of the continept. The world’s money
markets had been poured out to build
three great eontinental railways with|
one .of their great centers in Edmon-
ton. Besides, there was a  magnifi-

cently fertile country to the north and
west which would give this city a
growth as yet hardly estimated. If
we were to _measure up to our respon-
sibilities we must have the very best
man at the head of our affairs. We
had taken Gp the most difficult prob-
lems. of municipal government, and it
was only by keeping at the head of
the city suech men as the present
mayor that the city could rise to its
greatest possibilities. |

Stories of the Olden Time.

Matthew - McCauley, introduced as
the first mayor of Edmonton, con-
gratulated the administration upon
their good work in 1908 and humor-
ously. sympathized with the mayor-
elect upon the task before him. Tt:
was not the man who took hold of the
administration in good times that had
an easy task, but rather the one who
made the city go ahead in hard times
was the *‘white haired boy.” The
speaker then gave a brief sketch of
the first municipal council in 1892.
The battle for the rights of Edmon-|
ton in those days was eloquently de-|
picted. The speech was filled with
reminiseences of the older time when
the road of the new town was not as
smooth as at the present time.

Ex-Mayor Griesbach said that his
direet interest in municipal politics
extended over five years only, though
he had been interested in Edmonton
for many years before. He referred
to ex-Mayor Short; whom he termed
the father of municipal ownership n
Edmonton, and spoke. briefly of the
administrations following ex-Mayors
McKenzie, May and himself. He
closed with a tribute to Mayor Mec-
Dougall, who had rounded off and fin-
ished -the ‘'work that his predecessors
had tried.to do.

Dr. Riddell’s Eloquent Address.

Dr. Riddell paid a tribute to the re-
tiring mayor and urged that in future
the citizens honor the men who have
given their time to the city’s wel-
fare. He urged that the city be srue
to itself and its future will be great.

A. €. Fraser, president of the Board
of Trade, spoke briefly upon the happy
relations of the Board with the civie
administraton and the great help it
was to him in entertaining the many
distimguished visitors of the summer
to have the assistance of Mayor Me-
Dougall.

The Presentation Made.

The presentation followed the ad-
dress being ‘read by Mr. Lee, and at
the close the casket was thrown open
and revealed to the audience in al’ its
beauty. .

Mayor McDougall’s Speech.

Mayor McDougall, on rising to repiy,
was visibly moved by the warmth of
the reception given. He said: “I ecan
truthfully say that this i3 one of the
proudest moments of my life sinee
coming to Edmonton many years ago.
but I must admit that it 1s aiso one
of the most embarrassing. This is
such an unusual proceeding and one
so unique in this country that I
feel oppressed with the honor of it
and feel myself altogether mnworthy
of such distinguiched attention. 1
also feel highly honored and compli-
mented by the large turn-out and the
splendid gathering of our citizens who
are here to-night.

“If I had had my own way about
this, it would have been a very quiet
and modest affair, but it was ordained |
otherwise, and 1 gracefully submit to,
the dictates of those in authority. It
is impossible for me to adequately
express my thanks to the people of
Edmonton ior this kind a:Wl
this magnificént’ casket w ]
have been kind ehough to present to
me. It shall be treasured by m_v.s's‘lf
and my family as long as we live and
by our grandchildren after as a sou-
venir of my mayorship and also as a
reminder_of the inauguration of the
street railway systemi, which - will
ever ‘be looked upon as an epoch in
the history of Edmonton, as having
placed it in the front rank -amongst
the enterpricsing and progressive cities
in Canada.

Determined to Give Best Work.

“I was not anxious for the position
of mayor last year, but having agreed
to accept it and being elected by
such a splendid vote of the people, I
determined to devote my whole time
and my best efforts to further the in-
terests of Edmonten and place it in"a
position that would win the envy and
admiration of every other city in the
West. If this has in a measure been
accomplished; it has been due to the
able and good business men i the
council who <were associated with
me, ail 211 of whom are entitled to
equal credit with myself for all that
has '‘been accomplished, as they one

and all were ever ready and willing
to attend to the city’s affairs even to
the neglect of their own buginess mat-
ters, and without any hope ot reward
or recompense other than the satisfac-
tion of knowing that they had done
their duty well and faithfully * This
is mo more than a deserved tribute to
my fellow workers and one whicth
they are entitled to.
Edmonten’s Great Progress.

It has been exceedingiy gratifying
to me to see the remarkable progress
that Edmonton has made in the last
few years and particularly since the
advent of the . Canadian Northern
Railway. Edmonton was for anany
vears badly handicapped for lack of
railway 7facilities and it made very
little progress, but the old-timers who
had located here, after having tra-
versed the prairies in all directions
from Winnipeg to the Rocky Moun-
tains, long years before the * railways
had even reached Winnipeg, and, after
sizing up every likely ‘place in  the
West, we cast our lot here and staked

Faith of Old-Timers Justified.

The faith of the ‘people who came
here in -the early days was firm and
steadfast and equal to their courage
in coming to what was then such an
out-of-the-way place and so far remote

Edmontoxn is today par excellence the
premier city west of Winnipeg and
still going ahead by leaps and bounds
and it would take a bold man to pro-
phesy what the population of Edmon-
ton will be ten years hence.

We have a city that, I think, we are
all proud of; the location of it is un-
surpassed. the beauty and pictures-
queness of Edmonton attracts the at-

|lvmi0n and excites the admiration of

all visitors, and whilst nature has
done much for us, yet much ' remains
to be done along the lines as ‘'oui-
lined some time ago by ex-Mayor
Short, which, when carried out, as I
am sure they eventually will be, w'it
certainly make this a2 ecity beaut'fu..
We have in the past been .too bus,
with more material things and en-
deavoring to keep pace with the re-
quirements of our rapidly increa:ing
population. I would, however, hke
to see a beautiful park made sut of
the broken side hill at the cast end.
the land for which has been nearly
all acquired. I tried this year ({r
purchase that fine flat above the old
fort for & west end park, but 1e
Hudson Bay <Company would not
consider the sale of it.
Many Things Yet to Do.

There are many things to do n =«
rapidly growing city, and the work
will tax the time and the ability of
vour mayor and couneil for many
years to come. One great factor that
has done much to push Edmonton
to the forefront has been the umited
action of the people: all working to-
gether for the common good. We
have glone away with all scetioual
lines, and we have no religious or
race differences. Our population is
increasing rapidly, and we welcome
all who prove themselves to be good
citizens. We have a magnificent
country for hundreds of miles in
every direction, with Edmonton as the
centre.  Our agricultural lands are
the richest in the world, whilst our
natural resources gre storc-houses of
untold wealth, tha valus of whizh w3
have not yet begun to realize. This
is a great country and Edmonton is
destined to be a great city.

A reminder of Old Times.

“I have seen it grow up from its
earliest beginnings and have watched
its growth with pride, and I am glad
to have had a hand in the building
of it as well as in the management of
its affairs.

This cut of the Red River cart will
ever remind me of the olden times
when I first came to the country, and
many is the weary mile I have
trudged along by the side of the old
Red River carts in the days gone by
at the rate of two miles an hour. The
street car, on the other end of this
beautiful casket, is .a striking evi-
of the wonderful change that
has come about and indicates ihe
eaSe and ' comiort of ‘travel nowadays.
I again thank' you for this splendid
reception and T wish you one and all
a merry Christinas and a prosperous
and a happy New Year.”

This ended the speech-making, and
the enjoyable function was brought
to a close by the singing of the Na-
tional Anthem. The audience were
afterwards given an opportunity ol
viewing the beautiful casket.

The Casket.

The casket which evoked the great-
est admiration is the most ambitious
piece of work yet turned out by Ed-
monton silversmiths. To Jackson
Bros. belong the credit of the design-
ing, and the manufacture was entire-
Iy done in their store. The casket is
oblong shaped of sterling silver about
fifteen inches long, six inches wide
and five inches deep. The ornamen-
tation is of Saskatchewan gold and
on the top is the figure of a buffalo in
sterling silver. On a gold plate in
front of the lid is the inscription,
“Citizens’ Testimonial of Apprecia-
tion to John A. McDougall, Mayor of
the City of Edmonton. in 1908.”" On
the back of the lid is Mayor McDou-
gall’s monogram done in Saskatch-
ewan river gold. On the front of the
casket is the city coat of arms, with
the Dominion ecoat of arms. on its

coat of arms. The left end of the cas-
ket Dears an engraving of a Red River
cart and team of oxen, in the back-
ground of which is a teepee and
shacks. Just above this on the lid
the figures 1878, the = year in which
Mayor McDougall came to the city,
are carved. On the right end of the
casket is a Jasper avenue view, show-
ing a street car, over which are the
figures 1908. The rear of the casket
bears an engraving in relief of the
new provincial parliament buildings.
The casket is mounted on four lion's
paws done in silver rilt. The weight
of the casket is twelve pounds, and
it is lined with blue satin, the whole
being enclosed in a leather case.
