THE DREAD AIR-SHIPS.

Hostile Fleet Could Set London
Ablaze.

T. G. Tullock in the current issue}

of the Nineteenth Century deals with
the Aerial Peril. He draws a lucid
picture of London’s unpreparedness
in the face of the present and pros-
pective progress in the science of
aviation.

“Conefder the Thames from, say,
Hammeramith bridge down to below
Gravesend,”” he writes. “Every day
‘within the space of about fifty miies
lie, either in dock or stream, many
thousand: merchant vessels of every
sort; size and deseription, from ocean
liners to “dumb’ barges, whilet the
river’s banks are honeycombed with
wharves docks, canals and bagins,
round which are grouped- millions of
pounds’ werth of factories, ware-
houses, stores, gasworks, oil stores,
etec.; and last, but - certainly not
least, there is Woolwich Arsenal,
containing the Royal Gun and Car-
riage factories and the Royal Labora-
tory, forming - one of the -chief
sources of supply of war-like mater-
ial for the empire. The latter de-
partment. alone is practically the
only place in the United Kingdom
where the cartridges for our navy are
made up, without which our Dread-
noughte are useless. Hard by lies
the Royal Torpedo Factory, and not
far off are the huge magazines con-
taining hundreds of tons of cordite
and other warlike explosives. And
yvet, with these millions of pound&’
worth of eivil property and vital sup-
plies of warlike materials, all of
which are singularly susceptible to
destruetion by fire, there is not one
single fort or defensive work from
London to Gravesend except the
solitary antiquated Tilbury fort, of
revered Elizabethan memory. The
supposition is, of course, that the
forts ‘at Sheerness and in the viecin-
ity thereto would suffice to keep an
enemy’s marine fleet out of the
Thames. But suppose they came
via the air in their aerial machines,
what then? This whole fifty miles
of concentrated essence of empire
lies at the absolute mercy of éven
a single airship or aerial machine
which would plant a dozen incen-
diary missiles in certain pre-selected
spots. 1 shall not mention such
spots, but I would guarantee that
given a certain wind and ecertain in-
cendiary missiles, I could undertake
to have the whole riverside, includ-
ing &hips, wharves, warehouses, and
the arsenal in a blaze in a very short
time.

““Once a certain number of selected
centrez were alight at about the same
time, not all the powers of the Lon-
don fire brigade, nor any number of
fire brigades, could deal with such
a confiagration, and with an easterly
wind (which is just the most favorable
for an attack by airships coming
from certain parts of the continent)
and a tising tide, the smoke and
sparks and burning ships carried
up. the Thames would soon render
the principal portion of Lendon un-
enable and eventually engulf it in the
general holocaust.

““Any oné who has been to a fairly
big fire well knows how practically
the whole of the available strength
of the fire brigade i3 sometimes eon-
centrated on one pile of building dlone
in an attempt to isolate. the fire.
What would be the result if say
even only a dozen fires were well
started upwind at spots which had
been specially selected from' a. pre-
vious knowledge of their suscepti-
bility to combustion, their effect on
the eubsequent spread of the fire,
and by reason of their position be-
ing such as to hamper the concen-
tration of fire brigades whether afloat
or ashore?

“Suppose, for the sake of ex-
ample; vhere existed, on the banks
of the lower Thames, stores contain-
ihg many hundyeds of thousands. of
gallons of oil, and that an airah:[\'
darrying & small well-armed ecrew
descended upon this store in the
early hours of the morning, blew
holes in the huge oil-containers,
which stand up, usually well above
ground, like gas-holders, thus allow-
ing the contents to flow into the
Thames. A single match does the
rest, and there we have, with a ris-
ing tide, a river of flame from bhank
to. bank (oil spreads very quickly and
burns, floating on top of water, surg-
ing up through the commercial heart
of London, devouring everything
that comes in its path, ship:, wharves,
warehouses ,stores, ete. In a few
hours the most importani part of
London is. a furnace. Of what avail
then, even at the start, would be the
fire brigade? Nothing could stop
such a fire, all caused by a party
of fearless, resolute men with the
help of an airship and one matelr
The brain reels at the thought of the
awful destruction which could thus
simply be brought aboud. There
are many other ways of attaining the
same objeet which the reader can
himself suggest, all rendered easy
by aerial machines.

“Think of the loss of human lives,
apart from the ruin of our commence,
which would - ensue. It is difficult
enough even now to get away from
London during a holiday time when
there are crowds at a station; but
try to imagine London ablaze :nd
everyone irying to escape.

Big Ditch Finished.

Dawson, Y. T., June 9.—The Union
Gold Company’s giant ditch costing
millions,  and under consgtruction for
three full summers, on Saturday turn-
ed its first water agninst the Klon-
dyke gravels. The total capacity
the ditch is 5,900 miners’ inches, and
it is not runping half fulll. An ex-
tension is being made this summer
of 12 miles more to Gold Hill. The
entire line will be ready next spring
and will be 70 miles long, Two giants
are now supplied and much water
is' also running waste. The first work
has been done on the famous Lovett

Lgulch. The company has seven dre-

ges. All are operating this week.

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SO0 LOCK GATES
CARRIED AWAY

Steamer Collides With Lower Gates—
: Steamer CreScent City Sunk—
C.P.R. Steamer Damaged.

Sault 8te Marie, Mich., June 9.—
The steamer Perry G. Walker, of the
Gilchrist Steel Company, up-bound,
this afternoon partially wrecked the
Canadian ship canal by carrying
away the lower gates of the . lock.
As a. result,. the steamer Crescent
City was sunk. The Walker is sink-
ing and ~he Canadian Pacific passen-
ger steamer Assiniboia was some-
what damaged. The Assiniboia and
the Creseent City were in the lock,
bound down, when the Walker car-
ried away the lower gates. The
water rushed out of the great lock,
carrying the two ships with it. The
Assiniboia was not seriously dam-
aged, but the Crescent City stove a
hole in aet bow and sank at the
pier on the American side of the
river. With the lower gates gone
the current carried out the upper
gates and.in a moment the river
was sweeping through the canal liké
a I_erace, doing enormous damage
to its roek bottom. Meanwhile the
Walker, in a sinking condition, suc-
ceeded in reaching a dock on the
Ameérican side of the river. Captain
Mosher, when he stepped off his
boal), declared his enginecer was res-
porfsible for the accident. ‘The cap-
tain said that when he signalled the
engineer ‘o back, for some reason he
did not obey, but only started the
engines fnll speed ahead.

Strenuous efforts are 'being made to
shut off the water, but it is now said
that this wtll take at Ieast two days:
It is believed that the lock will' be
out of ~commission the rest of the
season. The accident will not tie
up traffie between the upper and
lower lakes. It will, however, ne-
cessitate the use of the American
lock by ail steamers and therefore re-
sult -in considerable delay.

The canal employees as soon as
the accident happened tried ineffect-
ually to stem the enormous head of
watef.  As soon as possible the
movable dam, which was built for
such emergencies, was gotten ready
and at eight o’clock tonight 12 wick-
ets out of the 24 have been lowered.
[t is expeected that if this hangs out
the flood' will have been stopped by
morning. In the meanwhile the
water is rushing through with the
foree ot *he Niagara, causing im-
mense damage. It is - estimated
that the lamage cauSed will be hun-
dreds of *housands. It will take at
least two months before it will be
ready for gervice again.

.been not:fied 'of the wreck of the
gate on ene of the Soo «canal locks.
The canal department announceg that
repairs are already under way, and
that' the ‘damage ‘will ' Be repaired
with all possible speed. The cost
of the repairs has not yet been esti:
mated.

S00, Jupe. 9—An entire new set of
gdtes will have to be built for the
lower end of the locks. The upper
gates and one leaf of the lower gates
are nowhere to be seen. The other
Llewer leay is hanging by the bottom
end. Shonld the movable dam fail
the canal - will have to be filled up
with ‘car loads of earth to decrease the
speed ard allow the upper guard
gates to be placed. The entire fall of
approximately twenty feet is conceu-
trated in the lock which was wrecked
and the eanal presented a tremend-
ous spectaele including two water
falls and-a giant whirlpool.

Ottawa, June 9.—The Ottawa Even-
ing Journal says: “Hon. 8. N. Pai
ent, chairman of the National trans-
continental commissioni, when seen
in regard to the report to the effect
that therse ie going to be trouble be-
tween the commission and the Grand
Trunk owver the cost of the section
between Winnipeg and Lake Su
perior, which is now being rushed
towards completion, said it was news
to him. He pointed out that at the
present. t:me the board of arbitrators
appointea.-to adjust the differences
which, arose as te classification on dis
trict F is at work, and until it has
completed its labors it would not be
possible 0. give an estimate of what
the Lake Superior section. of the
road will cost. The original estimate
wag for about $49,000 a mile, but it
is well knewn that the advance of
everything = pertaining to the con-
‘struction of a railway will incréase
this estimate probably to. $65,000 per
mile. The board of arbitration;
which is at present at work on the
classification of the distriet ¥, left
Ottawa apout the middle of May, and
‘is expectad back in. the capital aboud
the efid >f the week. = Not till their
decision. '8 known will it be possiblé
t6 make an estimate of the cost of
constructioh. - If it is agreed that
there has been over-classification on
the part i the commission engineers,
the contractors will be called upon
to make a refund. Should any fur-
ther™ diffioulties arise /they will pros
bably be settled by arbitration. The
commissioners expect that everything
will be aatisfactorily adjusted before
the G.T.2. completes its” link from
Winnipeg Junction to Fort William
‘and is ready to carry through traffie
from Edmonton to lake ports.

U.S. Railroad Men Smuggled China:
men, From Mexico in Dining Car
Refrigerator.

Chicago, June 9—The cramped in-
terior of an ice-box in.a railroad din-
ing car, even if the temperature was
below the freezing mark and the air
was anything but good, made a fine
place in which to ecoficea]l Chinamen
who had been smuggled into the Un-
ited States from Mexico and who were
anxious to reach <Chicago. Many
contraband Chinese made the long

mony which was heard in the United
States Distriet court this afternoon,
until . one yellow man was smothered
to death in an ice box. Then the
Chinamen who were willing to pay
$500. each for being smuggled into
‘Uncle Sam’s. domains, decided that
they would rather remain in Mexico
or return to their native land, than
risk the journey in the ice box and
the chance of ireezing to deggh or be-
ing smothered. Y,

Albert Hampton, a Pulligan dining
car cook, told the story of the China-
men and the ice box on the witness
stand 'in Judge Landis’ court today.
"*The ice. box in the dining car,” he
said, “wae four foot long, two and
one-half feet wide and eight feet deep.
The closet in the car in which the
linen was carried was four and one-
half feet high, two feet deep and one
and one-half -feet wide. We earried
lots of Chinamen in these two places
all the way from El Paso to Chicago.
On one occasion Stephenson (he is a
rdilway brakeman who was' indicted
for complicity in the alleged Chinese
smuggling game) said to me, “You
will have to find some other way of
carrying those Chinamen. They won’t
ride in' the ice box any more; they
are afraid since one of them was
smothered to death.””

The name of the Chinamen or other
particulars were not brought out in
the examination of Hampton. Bob
Leung, a wealthy Chinese merchant
of El Paso, and Jose Parra and Chas.
Seveder, Mexicans, are on trial.
¢harged with conspiracy to violate the
immigration laws by importing ex-
cluded Chinamen into the United
Btates from Mexico. Robert W. Steph-
enson, W. H. Clark and J. Heltzell.
railway brakemen, who pleaded guilty
to being participants in the smug-
gling conspiracy, were in court as wit-
pesses for the government. Three
dining car cooks who admitted that
they' had participated in the smug-
gling game were on the stand during
the afternoon. In addition to Hamp-
ton, there were Charles Crafts and
Fred Tonig

“In  July, 1908,” said Hampton.
“we carried five Chinamen concealed
beneath a table cloth on top of the
ice box. They were all allowed to
get down at night and eat. Stephen-
80N gave me a revolver saying it
would do to use to keep them quiet
if they raised a row.”’

Ottawa, Ont., June 9.—The question
of the jurisdiction of ' parliament
over the White Pass and Yukon
Railway and the right of the Rail-
way Commission to deal with its
tariff was questioned by F. H. Chry-
sler, K.C., thigs afternoon during the
argument of the complaint of the
board of trade of Dawson that the
rates of that railway are excessive.

CITIZEN ARMIES
KEEP THE PEACE

Lord Milner Attributes the Amicable

Settlement of Disputes to Military
Force.

London, June 10—The Imperial
Press conference reached its final day
of set debate this morning when Lard
Morley presided, there being also pre-
sent Hon. A. Birrell, Lord Milner and
Winston Churchill. The subject was
literature and the press. Mr. Monley
delivered a suggestive and provocative
address, tinged with dry humor. He
asked the- editors to strive for two
moderate aims, simplicity and direct-
ness, and said it was the presence «f
ll'torvury elements in the editor which
distinguished him from the mnewsboy
shouting scare heads. There was a
vast improvement apparent in journ-
alism, its methods and its spirit, of
criticism, but he wondered how far
the press had had its share -in the
large general forces which were bring-
ing about the present European situa-
tion. Was it systematically and per-
severingly preaching peace among the
nations?

Winston Churchill noticed 'a tend-
ency to correct the habit many organs
had contracted, namely, to give ex-
pression to the views of their readers
rather than that of their writers. Con-
cluding, he reminded the press men
that confidence between  nations was
impossible while hatred and suspicion
bred those very. dangers from which
they originated.

Lord Milner said that they had
heard much aboeut the re-barbarization
of Europe and he thought it dreadful
nonsense for if they reflected they
would remember that- disputes be-
tweesr nations now were settled less
by war than ever before. One of the
most powerful reasons was that na-
tions are now organized on a system
oi national armies, and it was- these
citizen armies which made for peace.

Mr. Birrell kept the conference ‘in
good humor with a characteristieally
witty speech. .He could not under-
stand why the fourth estate should
assume the shackles of party which
the other estates in the realm must
take up and reminded the delegates
that the fortunes not only of one em-
pire, bui oi the world might largely
depend on the fitness of future writers
whether they wrote hooks or day by
day.

Sir Russell Courtney, T. P. O!Con-
nor, Bauergee of. Bengal, and Engel-
berg, of Pretoria, contributed to the
discussion, after which a motion eof
thunks to the speakers was proposed
by J. A. McDonuald, oi Toronto.

No Union for Him.

London, Ont., June 9—In its last
hours, the Methodist conference yes-
terday dealt with church union' and
after half an hour’s debate persuaded
Rev. Dr. Grundy, of St. Thomas, to
withdraw a resolution which he had
added to the progam that the union
committee had completed its work in
peparation on the basis of unien pro-
viding for the organization of the un-
ion of Presbyterian congregations and
the Methodist <church, recognizing
the guiding hand of Divine Provid-
ence and | looking forward hopefully
to the accomplishment of the great
work.  Rev. Dr. McDonough, -of
Stratford, was particularly outspoken
in opposition to the motion. “Meth-
odism,” he said, “is smothered under
the cloak of Calvinism and is forced
to swallow itself in the doctrinal basis
of the union.” ‘He did not see that
any man was justified in saying that
there was a Divine Hand leading the
movement.
